Article I:  Name
The name of this organization shall be the Foal Intensive Care Unit at Iowa State University College of Veterinary Medicine.

Article II: Purpose and Goals

Section One:  The purpose of the Foal Intensive Care Unit at Iowa State University College of Veterinary Medicine is to provide nursing care to hospitalized foals and their dams and to provide  an opportunity for veterinary and pre-veterinary students to gain hands-on clinical and husbandry experience.

Section Two:  The Foal Intensive Care Unit at Iowa State University College of Veterinary Medicine abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, as well as state and federal laws. 

Article III: Statement of Compliance
Section One: Foal Intensive Care Unit at Iowa State University College of Veterinary Medicine abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal Laws and follows local ordinances and regulations.

Section Two: Foal Intensive Care Unit at Iowa State University College of Veterinary Medicine agrees to annually complete President’s Training, Treasurer’s Training and Advisory Training (if required).
Article IV: Membership
Eligibility:  

Membership shall be open to all registered students who are in good standing and either enrolled in the veterinary or pre-veterinary program at Iowa State University.  To become a member, one is required to participate in training conducted by the Foal Intensive Care Unit at Iowa State University College of Veterinary Medicine.  

Active Membership:

To maintain active membership status, one must regularly staff the Foal Intensive Care Unit.
Article V:  Officers
The following positions shall be integral to the day-to-day operations of the Foal Intensive Care Unit at Iowa State University College of Veterinary Medicine: 

· President
· Treasurer
· VM I Class Representatives (2)
· VM III Class Representatives (2)
· Advisors
Selection of Officers:

The selection of officers shall be conducted via election and shall be open to registered students in the first year veterinary medical class at Iowa State University College of Veterinary Medicine.  The conditions of the election shall be subject to the constitution of each individual VM I class.   
Officer Duties:
· President
· Preside over all meetings

· Represent the organization on campus

· Ensure that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by Iowa State University and the Student Activities Center

· Maintain communication with the organization advisor(s)

· Treasurer
· Maintain accurate record of organization transactions
· Arrange fundraising opportunities for the organization
· Solicit additional funding if needed from the Student Government Association in conjunction with the President
· VM I Representatives 

· Contact scheduled volunteers when additional help is required in the foal intensive care unit during their assigned weeks of duty
· VM III Representatives 

· Provide counsel and assistance in the transition of leadership 

· Contact scheduled volunteers when additional help is required in the foal ICU during their assigned weeks of duty

Impeachement of President:
Due to the three year commitment of this position, impeachment is not expected.  However, if the President should fail to fulfill the duties of their position, a two thirds vote of the remaining executive council plus advisors would need to be achieved in order to impeach.  The President will be allowed to be present during the voting process and permitted to provide a two minute long speech to advocate for keeping their position.
Selection of Advisors:

The selection of advisors shall be made by executive council appointment.  Advisor positions shall be reviewed by the council each November.  If the current advisors desire to serve additional terms, they may be reappointed by the council, providing their performance in their respective roles has been satisfactory.  
Adviser Duties:

· Provide educational guidance in training new student members during an informational meeting held each spring.  
· Serve as mentors to the group officers and its respective members.

· Ensure that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by Iowa State University and the Student Activities Center
Advisor Impeachment:
Should the executive council determine that the expected duties of an Advisor are not being fulfilled, impeachment may occur by a two thirds vote by the council (consisting of six members).  The executive council will then be responsible for selecting a new advisor.
Terms of Office:

The term of office for both newly elected VM I representatives shall be three years.  During the first year, the VM I representatives shall serve as junior officers and work in a supportive administrative capacity.  During their second year of office, the now VM II representatives shall serve as coordinators of the program and fill the offices of President and Treasurer.  The appointment of which representative becomes President or Treasurer is discussed between the two representatives.  If a decision cannot be made between them, the Advisor of the club will have the right to select which representative will obtain which position.  During their third year of office, the now VM III representatives shall serve as counsel to the new coordinators and also function in supportive administrative roles.  
Replacement of Officers:

Replacement of officers will be conducted via election within the class for which a replacement representative is required and shall be carried out according to the governing principles for that particular class.

Officer Requirements:

The officers of this organization must meet the following requirements:

1. Have a minimum grade point average (GPA) of 2.5 (4.0 scale) and meet the minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment, and semesters during term of office.  In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.

2. Be in good standing in the university and enrolled at least half-time if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office.

3. Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (1) and (2).

Officer/Advisor Removal:

Any officer/advisor failing to attend to his or her assigned duties in an appropriate manner, as designated to that individual upon acceptance of the responsibilities of the given office, shall be subject to removal by a simple majority vote among the executive council and the members of the organization.

Article VI:  Finances

Deposits and Disbursements:

· All monies belonging to the organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office).  All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after receipt.  The Advisor to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment.
Dues:
· No dues shall be required of those willing to volunteer their time to this organization.

Article VII: Non-Discrimination Statement
Iowa State University and Foal Intensive Care Unit at Iowa State University College of Veterinary Medicine do not discriminate on the basis of race, ethnicity, sex, pregnancy, color, religion, national origin, physical or mental disability, age, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, genetic information or status as a U.S. Veterans.

Article VIII : Risk Management

The role of the risk management officer is to [a] help minimize potential risks for club activities, [b] recommend risk management policies or procedures to Foal Intensive Care Unit at Iowa State University College of Veterinary Medicine, [c] to submit documentation to ISU’s Risk Management Office and [d] to ensure that Iowa State University policies are followed at all of the organization’s events and [e] to ensure that proper waivers and background dhecks are on file with Risk Management for events (if applicable).

The risk management officer for the Foal Intensive Care Unit at Iowa State University College of Veterinary Medicine will be the club President.
Article IX:  Amendments and Ratifications
