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Article I

Purpose:  Camp Adventure™ Youth Services at Iowa State University is a student-run organization that blends theory and practice in the delivery of programs and services to children and youth.  Our purpose is to create high quality services for youth around the world.  We achieve this purpose by recruiting and training college-aged students to participate in the field experience during the summer.  

Aims:  Camp Adventure™ Youth Services has a goal at Iowa State University to offer students a cost-efficient way to travel abroad while receiving college credit and experience working with youth.

Functions:  At Iowa State University, Camp Adventure™ Youth Services has the function of recruiting interested students and training them in areas such as programming, curriculum development, and behavior management techniques when dealing with children.  By participating in training the students receive a free plane ticket to their site, paid housing, 12 elective credit hours, and a living stipend.  

Camp Adventure™ Youth Services will abide by Iowa State University rules and regulations, state and federal laws.

Article II

Membership

Membership:  In no aspect of its programs shall there be any difference in the treatment of persons because of race, national origin, color, creed, religion, sex, age, disability, veteran status, sexual orientation, gender identity, marital status or associational preference, or any other classification, which would deprive the person of consideration as an individual.  The organization will guarantee that equal opportunity and equal access to membership, programming, facilities, and benefits shall be open to all persons.

Limits: There are no limits to participation.

Classes:  First year members are considered trainees, second year are considered trainers.  There is no different treatment of the trainees or trainers; it is only a difference in levels of experience within the organization.  

Procedures:  To become a member of Camp Adventure™ Youth Services at Iowa State University, the student must attend a Leadership Assessment Center (interview) and also must fill out a series of applications.  In order to maintain membership in the organization the student must attend the training sessions once a week and they must keep their applications updated.  To be revoked from membership, you must break the rules listed above or fail to pay the necessary fees.  

Article III

Officers and Duties

Officers:  Officers are the members of the organization who have shown commitment to the Camp Adventure program at Iowa State University. These students have participated in Camp Adventure Youth Services for  at least one year and have followed the correct procedures. 

Duties:  Officers share in the responsibility of training the new members along with the training coordinator and lead trainer. 

The student officers of this organization must meet the following requirements:

· Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office.  For undergraduate, graduate and professional students, the minimum cumulate GPA is 2.5.  In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.

· Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours) if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits) if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required for the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during the term of office.

· Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed above.

Limitations for officer positions:  There are an unlimited number of officer positions.  We choose the positions by assessing the interest of the returning members and by assessing his/her past performance with Camp Adventure™ Youth Services.  

Removal from office:  Those officers that do not participate in training and recruiting of students will be removed from officer status.  In addition, students can lose their officer status by ignoring the procedures/rules stated above.  

Election of Officers: Officers are nominated and then elected by a majority vote by a secret ballot. Elections take place in the fall semester. 

Replacement of Officers: If an officer or adviser is removed the replacement procuedure is the same as the election procedure described above. It shall take place at the first meeting following the removal of the previous officer/adviser. 

Officer Duties

President

-Manage the student organization website

-Represent the organization on campus 

Treasurer

-Maintain accurate record of organization transactions

-Solicit additional funding if needed from the student government 

-Represent the organization on campus 

Article IV

Adviser

Adviser’s duties entail assisting officers and members with questions and uncertainties and ensuring members and officers are aware of institutional policies.  Adviser will be chosen in a related field (Study Abroad) and will be given the position for his or her tenure at the university.

ArticleV

Meetings

Meetings are held every Wednesday evening during the spring semester.  The members will be notified of special meetings at least one week in advance by email.  The adviser and the officers/trainers have the authority to call meetings.

Article VI

Finances

All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office and Student Activities Center).  All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after collection.  The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment.  To be a member of the student organization, there are no dues.

Article VII

Amendments

Camp Adventure™ Youth Services does not vote on issues.  If the Constitution is amended, an officer will make the necessary changes and gain approval from the remaining officers and adviser.
