Constitution of the Anthropology Club

of the 

University of Iowa State

1. Name
The name of this organization is the Anthropology Club.

2. Purpose and Goals
The Anthropology Club hopes to achieve several goals for its members. We hope to introduce students to new subjects and ideas throughout the field of Anthropology as well as keep students informed of opportunities in the anthropological sub-disciplines. Students are encouraged to share their experiences in the field as to show others the opportunities they too can explore. Students are encouraged to participate in discussions and presentations related to Anthropology. 

During monthly meetings undergraduate and graduate students in the department are welcomed and meet with others interested in Anthropology. These meetings are aimed to help students get involved in the department and the field of Anthropology. Meetings are also great places to make long-lasting friendships and learn about ongoing research being conducted by our faculty and graduate students.

The Anthropology Club abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal Laws.

3. Membership
Membership is open to all registered students and faculty at Iowa State University who are interested in the field of Anthropology.  Members are welcome to bring guests to meetings and activities.

Members attend meetings and activities at their own accord.  Although, to gain greater breadth of the knowledge and experiences the club offers, members are suggested to attend as much as their schedules allow.

The Anthropology Club follows the policy set in place by Iowa State University in regards to discrimination.  Members are expected to be courteous and respectful toward others.  Concerns questioning the appropriateness of a member’s conduct will be settled with a general membership vote of at least 3/4 to revoke the membership.

4. Officers
All officers must be Iowa State students.  Election to office is decided by majority vote of the general membership.  Candidates are allowed to express their qualifications for office to the club members before the vote occurs.  Votes are expected to remain anonymous.  

The term office will be one year (April to April).  A new officer may be elected in the December meeting in the case that a fall graduating senior officer is leaving.  All other elections will be held during the final club meeting on the third Tuesday of April. In an instance where a replacement officer is needed, the club will publicize said vacancy and hold elections at the following meeting allowing members to vote for a new cabinet member.

Advisors to the Anthropology Club are elected through an appointment by the faculty of the Anthropology Department at the beginning of each academic year. This election occurs during the second week of August once the faculty has been set and reviewed.     
The officers of this organization must meet the following requirements:

(a) Have a minimum cumulative grade point ratio (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate students, the minimum cumulative GPA required is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration. 

(b) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office.

(c) Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b).
Officer Duties and Responsibilities:
Advisor:

- Assist club in preparation of academically related activities

- Main liaison between club officers and faculty members 

- Manage the transactions of the club’s finances   
President:

-  Preside over club meetings and events

-  Leadership role in deciding activities undertaken by the club

-  Liaison between club and faculty

-  Leader in club development 

Vice President:

-  Presiding over meetings in absence of the president

-  Drafter of the constitution

-  Assist other officers with any Anthropology Club duties or responsibilities 

-  Assist members with any questions or problems they may encounter

-  Proactive role in club meetings and events

Treasurer:

-  Keep track of club finances

-  Assist in the filing of vouchers and reimbursements

-  Provide advising in use of club funds

Secretary:

- Attend Club meetings and take attendance of club members present

- Record detailed notes of meeting topics and discussions

- Send out recorded meeting minutes of formal sessions to group members

- Compose emails to be sent to the Anthropology Club

- Assist other Anthropology officers with club events and be present for group members that need help.

LAS Council Representative:

-  Attend required LAS meetings

-  Document proceedings of LAS meetings

-  Report LAS meetings to the club officers

Social Events Committee:

-  Coordinate the planning of social events, field trips, and guest Lecturers

-  Communicate with members of the Graduate Anthro Club and Faculty about upcoming events.

-  Attend cabinet and club meetings and events

-  Facilitate discussions about future social events

Webmaster:

-  Maintain club website

-  Organize club email list

-  Communicate messages to club members via email

Officer Removal

A member may be removed from office by a 3/4 general membership vote.

5. Finances

The Treasurer will be responsible for tracking club finances.  The cabinet as a whole will decide upon all monetary decisions.  If the club is dissolved all monies belonging to the organization will be returned to the funding party.  

All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment.

The Anthropology club has a maximum amount of dues each year, at five dollars per member. These dues will be put toward the production of Anthropology Club shirts for members every year.  
6. Amendments & Ratification

The constitution must be voted on and approved by ¾ the general membership.  The constitution may be amended at any time in the year.  The proposed amendment will be voted upon in the club meeting following the proposition.  An amendment will be adopted with a ¾ general membership vote.  Ratified and/or amended constitutions must be submitted within 10 days to the Student Activities Center for approval.
