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Preamble:


WE, THE MEMBERS OF STANGE HOUSE, realizing the need to make a more efficient organization, to further the activities offered by this organization, hereby ordain and establish this constitution.

Article I:
Name


The name of the organization which is affiliated with the Union Drive Association 
and the Friley Hall Student Government shall be Stange House, hereafter referred 
to as the House.

Article II:
Purpose


Section I: The purpose of this organization is to provide an environment of 

academics and socialization to active members.


Section II: The House abides by and supports Iowa State University policies, State, and Federal Laws and follows local ordinances and regulations.
Section III: Iowa State University and the House do not discriminate on the basis of race, ethnicity, sex, pregnancy, color, religion, national origin, physical and mental disability, age, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, genetic information or status as a U.S. Veteran.
Article III:
Membership


Membership shall include all residents of Stange House, as designated by the 
Department of Residence.  Honorary membership may be extended to former 
residents of Stange House, but they have none of the privileges of active house 
members.
Article IV:
Advisors

The advisors of the House consist of both the Community Advisor (CA) who 
lives on the House and the Hall Director (HD) of the building that the House 
resides in.  Although the HD serves as the official advisor to the House, the CA 
carries out many advisory roles including advising the Cabinet, meeting weekly 
with the House President, assisting with elections, etc.  The HD is responsible for 
authorizing all purchases of the House through both the Voucher system and the 
Purchasing Card system. 
Article V:
Officers


Section I: Names


The officers of the House shall consist of a President, Vice President, 


Secretary, Treasurer, Social Chair, Intramural Chair, and Recycling Chair.


Section II: Eligibility

The Cabinet Members of the House must meet the following  requirements:

A.
 Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below 
and meet that minimum cumulative GPA in the semester immediately prior to the 
election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during 
the term of office. The minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be 
met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have 
been taken for the semester 
under consideration.

B.
 Be in good standing with the university and enrolled at least half time 
during 
the term of office unless fewer credits are required to graduate.

Section III: Term

A. Elected officers shall take office the following semester after he is elected.
B. Elected officers shall serve one-semester terms unless stated in article V.


Section IV: Reports

All officers shall submit written reports at the termination of their term of  office for House records.

Article VI:
Executive Council (House Cabinet)


Section I: Purpose


Shall be the administrative body of House.


Section II: Members

A. The executive council shall consist of the House Officers as described in Article III, Section 1.

B. The Community Advisor shall serve without franchise.


Section III: Meetings

A. The executive council shall decide the time, location, and frequency of regular meetings.

B. Notice of all meetings shall be posted at least twelve hours in advance of meetings, excluding emergency situations.

C. Quorum for all House meetings shall be set at 40%.


Section IV: Duties


The executive council:

A. Shall be charged with the duties of carrying out the provisions of the constitution and its amendments.

B. Shall be accountable to the House.

C. Shall annually complete President’s Training, Treasurer’s Training and Advisor Training (if required).

Article VII:
Duties of House Officers

Section I: President

A. Shall be the Chief Executive of the House.

B. Shall preside at all meetings of the House.

C. Shall call special meetings at his discretion or upon the petition of one-
fourth (1/4) of the House.

D. Shall serve as chairman of the Executive Council.

E. Shall only vote in the case of a tie, at which time he shall cast the deciding 
vote.

F. Shall appoint all regular and special committees not otherwise provided 
for, and shall promptly fill, by appointment, vacancies created by any 
cause, in the membership of these committees.

G. Shall be an ex-officio member of all committees.

H. Shall co-sign all vouchers with treasurer.

I. Shall perform such other duties as his office shall require.

J. Shall be accountable to the men of the House and to the Executive 
Council.


Section II: Vice President

A. Shall serve as a member of the Executive Council.

B. Shall assume duties of President, as defined in Article V, Section I, in case of absence of President.

C. Shall assume the office of the President, as defined in Article V, Section I, if that office is vacated, and fulfill the remainder of that term.

D. Shall serve as the House representative to the Friley Senate, and inform House of all proceedings carried out by Friley Senate.

E. Shall serve as orientation chairman for the House.

F. Shall perform such other duties as his office shall require.

G. Shall be accountable to the men of the House and to the Executive Council.


Section III: Secretary

A. Shall serve as a member of the Executive Council.

B. Shall keep the minutes of all regular and special motions of the House as a permanent record.

C. Shall be responsible for all correspondence pertaining to the House.

D. Shall be responsible for publishing minutes of the meetings as prescribed by the Executive Council.

E. Shall perform such other duties as his office may require.

F. Shall be accountable to the men of the House and to the Executive Council.


Section IV: Treasurer

A. Shall serve as member of the Executive Council.

B. Shall collect dues as prescribed by existing rules from all residents of the House.

C. Shall maintain financial records of the House.

D. Shall make such disbursements as the House shall direct.

E. Shall present to the House during each semester an itemized list of expenditures of the previous semester.

F. Shall present an itemized budget of House dues at the beginning of each semester.

G. Co-sign all vouchers with House President to authorize spending of House funds.

H. Shall perform such other duties as his office shall require.

I. Shall be accountable to the men of the House and to the Executive Council.

Section V: Intramural Chairman

A. Shall serve as a member of the Executive Council.

B. Shall be responsible for all athletic equipment owned by House.

C. Shall inform House of all University intramural sports activities.

D. Shall perform such other duties as his office shall require.

E.
Shall be accountable to the men of the House and to the Executive Council.


Section VI: Social Chairmen

A. Shall serve as members of the Executive Council.

B. Shall plan and carry out social activities in compliance with University, UDA, and Friley social programs and desires of the House.

C. Shall consist of one or two individuals.

D. Shall perform such other duties as his/their office shall require.
E. Shall be accountable to the men of the House and to the Executive 
Council.
Section VII: Risk Management Officer
A.        Become educated on ISU risk management procedures

B.        Share applicable procedures as needed with the council in order to meet ISU guidelines and expectations

C.        Submit documentation to ISU’s Risk Management Office as needed
D.
Recommend risk management policies or procedures to the House.

E.
To ensure that risk management procedures are implemented at all of the House events.

Section VII: Parking Stickers

A. One House parking sticker shall be given to the House President and Community Advisor as prescribed by Residence Hall Association.

B. If either the President or Community Advisor do not desire to use a parking sticker, or if additional stickers are allocated to the House they will be distributed in the following order: Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary, Social Chair, Intramural Chair
Article VIII:
Elections


Section I: Candidates
A. All members of the House are eligible for all positions given he/she has a GPA of 2.0 or higher.
B. Nominations must be submitted at the House meeting one week prior to the election date.

C. Nominations may be made by the individual candidate or can be initiated by other House members.   

D. Nominees may accept or decline nomination.

Section II: Procedures
A. Every position will be elected at least once a year.  The Presidency will be elected in the Spring.  All other positions will be elected within the first four weeks of the Fall semester.

B. Campaigning is allowed, but must abide by ISU and Department of Residence policies, rules, and regulations. 

C. Nominees will be given an opportunity to present a brief speech during a House meeting before voting commences.

Section III: Selection of Officers 
The President and CA will monitor election procedures. 

Article VIII:
Elections


Section I: Candidates
A. All members of the House are eligible for all positions given he/she has a GPA of 2.0 or higher.

B. Nominations must be submitted at the House meeting one week prior to the election date.

C. Nominations may be made by the individual candidate or can be initiated by other House members.   

D. Nominees may accept or decline nomination.
Section II: Procedures
A. Every position will be elected at least once a year.  The Presidency will be elected in the Spring.  All other positions will be elected within the first four weeks of the Fall semester.

B. Campaigning is allowed, but must abide by ISU and Department of Residence policies, rules, and regulations. 

C. Nominees will be given an opportunity to present a brief speech during a House meeting before voting commences.
Section III: Selection of Officers 

The President and CA will monitor election procedures. 
A. Special Elections, to fill new or vacant positions, may be held when necessary.
B. Vote will be conducted by write in ballot.  Ballots will include space for write in candidates.  Absentee ballots will be available three days prior to the election for House members unable to attend the meeting.  Absentee ballots must be given to the CA prior to the House election meeting.

C. The election will only be considered valid with a minimum of 50% House participation.

D. The candidate receiving the greatest number of votes shall be elected. In the event of a tie, the President shall cast a vote to resolve the tie.

E. For offices with more than one seat, House members will vote for one individual and the positions will be filled according to the highest number of votes.

F. Should an office other than President be vacated, a special election shall be held consistent with the aforementioned procedures.

G. A member may only hold one Cabinet position. If a person is elected to more than one Cabinet position they may choose which position they are going to fill.

H. If a person is running for a position unopposed, a vote of confidence can be called to elect him or her to the position without the use of secret ballot.

Article IX:
Impeachment and Removal From Office


Section I: Initiation of impeachment

A. Any house officer can be impeached.

B. Impeachment proceedings may be initiated by a petition signed by fifty percent of House members

Section II: Impeachment Proceedings

A. Any impeached House officer may be removed from office by three-fourths secret ballot vote.

B. Voting must take place within two weeks of being impeached.

C. The Vice President shall preside in the proceedings in the instance that the President is impeached.

D. Vacancies shall be handled in the manner described in Article VII Section II.

Article X:
Discrimination

Stange House does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, 


religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital 


status, disability, or status as a U.S. veteran.

Article XI:
Finances
Section I: House Dues
The House collects dues through the mandatory student government dues each year.  Of this, $10 per member is transferred into the House account.  These dues contribute to programming and upkeep of House-owned equipment. All student government dues will be billed through the Accounts Receivable Office. These are mandatory dues.  The House may collect social dues for House social functions. Social dues are not mandatory. The House will vote on the social due amount during the second or third House meeting, needing a simple majority to set the maximum collected amount.  All social dues will be collected by the Secretary. No refunds of House dues will be paid. All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 48 hours after collection. The Advisor to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment.
Section II: Budget
A. The Treasurer and volunteering members of the House will meet and propose the House budget for the academic year.
B. This budget must be presented to the Cabinet. 
C. The budget must approved by the House Cabinet. 
D. Once approved, the budget must be posted.  The budget shall be posted three days prior to discussion with the House.
E. The budget will be voted on within one week after the discussion with a secret ballot.
F. The budget must receive 67% on the vote in approval in order to pass. The House must have 67% participation.
Section III: Expenditures 
The Cabinet, when following the House approved budget, does not need any further approval of House members to spend House money.  The Cabinet may make purchases under $25 with a unanimous Cabinet Vote.  To reallocate House funds, a meeting must be held where the new budget must receive 67% on the vote in approval in order to pass. The House must have 67% participation.
Article XII:
Amendments to the Constitution and Ratification
Section I: Proposal
One or more members of the House may form an ad-hoc committee to draw up an amendment to this constitution at any time. The amendments must be presented to the House at an official meeting. Amendments must be posted immediately after presentation. Posting must detail current language, proposed language and purpose for the change or addition.
Section II: Ratification
Once in its final form, the amendment must be approved by 75% of all House members within two weeks of its proposal. The ratification can be done in a House meeting or by petition. The constitution shall become effective upon ratification and shall supersede and make void any previous constitutions The Secretary shall then be responsible for adding the amendment to the constitution and prompt submission of an updated constitution to the Student Activities Center.
