ISU Film Producers Club Constitution

ISU Film Producers Club will abide by Iowa State University rules and regulations, state and federal laws.  
PREAMBLE

Recognizing the limited outlets of student film at Iowa State University, ISU Film Producers Club does hereby establish itself for the purpose of promoting the art of independent cinema. ISU Film Producers Club seeks to educate and inspire its affiliates through guest speakers, field trips, and hands on experience. Members interested in writing, acting, directing, and technical aspects of movies will develop professional experience through membership of this club. Members are encouraged to produce their own movies in groups, but one time in a semester, club wide participation of a chosen theme is requested. 

Article I Membership


Membership is open to all registered students at Iowa State University. Iowa State University does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability or status as a U.S. Veteran. Honorary membership is also available to non-ISU students. Interested parties are considered members after dues have been paid and after attending two meetings. To maintain membership status, members must attend at least 50% of meetings (attendance will be taken at each meeting). The President of ISUFPC (ISU Film Producers Club) reserves the right to revoke membership for misconduct, inactivity, or other reasonable cause. Faculty, staff, non-registered students, and student partners may be associate members and vote but cannot hold office. 

Article II Officers

Officers are selected by a secret ballot of the general membership at the end of each academic year.  The officers of this organization must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.00 (GPA) meet that minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office; must be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office. A student is ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed. Vacant offices will be replaced at the President’s discretion.

President:

The chief organizer of the club presides over all meetings, represents organization on campus, ensures that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by Iowa State University and Student Activities Center, and maintains communication with organization adviser, as well as selects him/her. He/she is responsible for communication between all members, and fulfillment of mission, including the organization and planning of educational meetings. Creates and mandates standards, policies, and procedures.

Secretary:

Responsible for making agendas, recording and keeping track of important club information, and keeping members up-to-date on meeting times via electronic resources. Schedules meetings/events with appropriate University offices, maintains an accurate record of all organization meetings and post for members, maintains membership directory, and corresponds when necessary with University administration and other recognized organizations.

Treasurer:

Maintains accurate record of organization transactions, collects dues, develops organization budget to present to the club, cosigns organization checks along with the Adviser, and solicits additional funding if needed from the Student Government.

Public Relations Manager:

Coordinates events to facilitate university and community involvement in the club and in the club’s programs. This person is in charge of club propaganda such as posters, flyers, and newspaper advertisements.

Webmaster:

Is in charge of ISUFPC on the World Wide Web. He/she will sustain a presence on social networking sites and update the club’s website as needed. 

Adviser: 

Maintains communication and meets with officer(s) regularly; Awareness and approval of financial expenditures, and ensures that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by Iowa State University and Student Activities Center. Advisors are to be chosen at the start or end of an academic year, depending upon availability by the President.

Article III Finances


All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 48 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign every expenditure before its payment.

Dues must be paid by the third official meeting of the school year.  Failure to meet this requirement will result in prohibition of the party.  Prohibition will include inability to receive funding from club.  The amount of the dues will be determined in the beginning of the academic year by the President and Treasurer.  The Treasurer will maintain all financial records and shall countersign with the president for all organization transactions.

A portion of the finances will be dedicated to the purchase/rental of film and media equipment and advisement materials, as well as an amount will be devoted to ensuring comfortable and engaging meetings. The rest of the funds will be budgeted and agreed upon by President and officers.

Article IV. Removal of Officers or advisers 
Officers or advisers may be removed from office by ½ votes of the other officers and ¾ of the general membership if actions are deemed inappropriate by the membership. The officer is permitted to speak before the Executive Committee and the general membership about the charges made concerning his/her performance. The officer is not permitted to participate in the deliberation of the Executive Committee regarding the charges.

Article V. Amendments & Ratification

The Constitution must be ratified by ¾ of the general membership. The President reserves the right to propose Amendments to the constitution that will be put up for ratification in an identical fashion.  Members or officers who are not the President are allowed to propose amendments, but are not allowed to write constitutions- that right is solely the President’s.  An amended or ratified constitution will be submitted within 10 days to Student Activities Center for approval.
