Delta Delta Delta Sorority 
Iowa State University Greek Chapter Recognition Document
The Student Activities Center (SAC) requires registered student organizations to upload a constitution. Greek chapters at Iowa State University are affiliates of their (inter)national organization. The constitution for the organization is held at the national level, not with the local chapter. Therefore, a recognition document has been created for chapters that do not have a local constitution to upload. 
ARTICLE 1: NAME

The name of this organization shall be Delta Delta Delta Sorority at Iowa State University.
ARTICLE II: PURPOSE AND GOALS

The purpose of Delta Delta Delta Sorority is to cultivate membership in areas of academic, leadership, philanthropic and social growth. Delta Delta Delta Sorority abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, state, and federal laws. 

ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP

Membership in Delta Delta Delta Sorority shall be open to all female students at Iowa State University. Iowa State University does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability or status as a U.S. Veteran. The membership selection process, types of membership and procedures for disciplining and/or removing members should follow (inter)national procedures. 

As a member, one is required to attend meetings on a regular basis, pay dues in a timely manner, and actively support the mission, vision and purpose of the chapter. 
ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS

Elections for officer positions will be held annually at the end of the Fall semester.  An advisor will be chosen and may serve longer than an annual term.  Delta Delta Delta Sorority shall have the following officers:

President  - preside at Chapter meetings, conduct rituals, serve as a delegate to convention and other national meetings, report back to chapter what is going on at Executive Office, communicate chapter mechanics, policies, and Tri Delta Exec Board to chapter, read and handle all Fraternity mailings, attend Corporation Board meetings.
Treasurer- pay all fees and bills, responsible for checking and savings accounts, Dad/Mom’s Club accounts, work with APH and Billhighway, attend Corporation Board meetings, make all deposits, make and implement chapter budget, Standards meetings with 30-60-90 policy, mom/cook/house cleaner paychecks
Adviser- advise members when needed, attend all Standards and Chapter meetings. This adviser is elected by a ¾ chapter vote. 
Election of Office

Election of officers will follow (inter)national requirements. Members are nominated by each class then slated by the nomination committee that was voted on by the chapter.  After they come up with the slate the chapter has to approve it by a majority vote within the chapter.   Members interested in becoming an officer must meet the following academic requirements:

· Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum cumulative GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate students, the minimum GPA is 2.5. In order for this provision to be met at least 12 credits (full-time student) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.

· Be in good standing with the university and enrolled as a full-time student (12 credits)
· Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed above.
Term of Office

The term of office for all positions will be one year. All officers and advisors shall comprise the Executive Committee of the organization.  The Executive Committee shall meet in addition to regular chapter meetings. The Executive Committee shall appoint such committees that are needed to carry out chapter goals. If an officer is not completing their listed duties then they are reviewed by the Officers Training Council and reappointed if necessary by the same nomination committee. 
ARTICLE V: FINANCES

Delta Delta Delta Sorority will have (inter)national dues determined by the national organization and local dues determined by the Iowa State University chapter leadership 
For information regarding dues please contact the chapter treasurer. The dues will not exceed a certain amount every semester that is determined by the treasurer at the time. 
All monies belonging to Delta Delta Delta Sorority shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office.  All funds must be deposited within 48 hours after collection.  Amounts over $3,000 dollars require a signature of an advisor.  
ARTICLE VI: AMENDMENTS AND RATIFICATION

An amended Recognition Document will be submitted within 10 days to the Student Activities Center for approval. The executive council will review this document annually and submit changes as necessary. If needed to be amended it would be by a ¾ vote of eligible membership.
