Cy’s Gluten Free Friends Constitution

Article I:  Club Name

· The name of this organization shall be Cy’s Gluten Free Friends (Cy’s GFF) at Iowa State University.

Article ll:  Purpose and Goals

· The purpose of Cy’s Gluten Free Friends club is to provide an informative, interactive support group for gluten-free students and other students interested in a gluten-free lifestyle. One goal of this club is to provide a way for people to get to know each other, interact, and support other members. The club will inform members what it means to be gluten-intolerant, discusses current health issues dealing with gluten-free diets, share recipes and dinning information, along with any other issues relating to our purpose. Cy’s Gluten Free Friends club will abide by the Iowa State University rules and regulations along with State and Federal law.


Article IIl:  Membership

· Membership is open to all registered Iowa State University students with an interest in a gluten-free lifestyle. This organization will meet University guidelines for the constitution which state: 

“Iowa State University (or club/organization) does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability or status as a U.S. Veteran.”
· To maintain active membership, each member is encouraged to regularly attend organization meetings and activities. 
Article IV: Officer Requirements and Responsibilities

· The officers of this organization must meet the following requirements:

1. Have a minimum cumulative grade point ratio (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.

2. Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office. 

· Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (1) and (2)."

· All Cy’s GFF officers term is effective for the entire academic year, both fall and spring semester. Officers will receive position by winning a majority vote in an election that will take part at the end of each spring semester. If a candidate fails to receive a majority of votes, a runoff election will be held with the top two candidates that received the most votes. During their term, the officers must complete their respective duties, which are indicated below:

1. President

· Preside over meetings

· Be responsible for representing the club 

· Be in charge of installing other officers

· Maintain communication with organization advisor
2. Vice President:
· Coordinate organization fundraising and promotion events

· Maintain sign-up sheets for club activities

· Assist Presidential actions
· Fill in for President if absent
3. Treasurer: 

· Maintain records of all financial issues
· Collect dues

· Manage funds

· Cosign checks along with advisor

· Abide by university policy as stated below:

All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment.
4. Secretary:

· Maintain records of all organization meetings 
· Forward meeting minutes to members
· Maintain email list
· Take attendance

5. Advisor:

· Maintain communication and meet with officers regularly

· Awareness and approval of financial expenditures

· Ensure that the organization is abiding by ISU rules and regulations

· An officer may be removed from their position in the event that he/she has neglected and/or failed to fulfill the duties of that position. That officer may be removed by ½ vote of other officers and ¾ of the general membership.

· All vacancies shall be filled by election with a simple majority vote at a regular club meeting.
· The faculty adviser shall retain his/her position until removal or until their resignation.
·  If the current advisor is removed or resigns, then a new advisor will be appointed by a unanimous vote of officers.

· The adviser may be removed from their position in the event that he/she has neglected and/or failed to fulfill the duties of that position by ¾ vote of general membership.
Article V: Finances

· The organization may establish dues that must be paid by all members. The amount of the dues will be determined by the Executive Committee and presented to the general membership for a ¾ vote, at the beginning of each semester. Dues must be paid by the end of first month. The treasurer will maintain all financial records and organization transactions. 

· Dues shall not exceed $15.00.

· All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office.) All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment.

Article VI: Amendments and Ratification
· Amendments to this constitution can be made by a unanimous approval of the Executive Committee and a simple majority of the general membership

· Amendments or ratified constitutions must be submitted to the Student Activities Center within ten days.
