Delta Zeta Sorority
Iowa State University Greek Chapter Recognition Document
The Student Activities Center (SAC) requires registered student organizations to upload a constitution. Greek chapters at Iowa State University are affiliates of their (inter)national organization. The constitution for the organization is held at the national level, not with the local chapter. Therefore, a recognition document has been created for chapters that do not have a local constitution to upload. 
ARTICLE 1: NAME

The name of this organization shall be Delta Zeta Sorority at Iowa State University.
ARTICLE II: PURPOSE AND GOALS

The purpose of Delta Zeta is to cultivate membership in areas of academic, leadership, philanthropic and social growth. Delta Zeta Sorority abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, state, and federal laws. 

ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP

Membership in Delta Zeta Sorority shall be open to all female students at Iowa State University. Iowa State University does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability or status as a U.S. Veteran. The membership selection process, types of membership and procedures for disciplining and/or removing members should follow (inter)national procedures. 

As a member, one is required to attend meetings on a regular basis, pay dues in a timely manner, and actively support the mission, vision and purpose of the chapter. 
ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS

Elections for officer positions will be held annually at the end of the Fall semester.  The College Chapter Director and/or Advisory Board will be appointed by the Regional Collegiate Coordinator.  Delta Zeta Sorority shall have the following officers:

President-
· Communicate with advisory board on all issues concerning the well being of the house

· Preside at all meetings of the chapter

· Enforce a strict compliance with all regulations of the college chapter and sorority

· Take necessary action to protect the interest of the chapter and the sorority in any emergency

Treasurer- 

· Collect and have custody of all funds of the chapter 

· Keep an accurate account of chapter funds in accordance with the accounting system of the sorority 

· Be responsible for the payment of all National and local bills of the chapter

· Work closely with advisor for the treasurer

· Serve as a member of the executive board

· Submit an annual chapter budget as directed

The Advisory Board, consists of the following alumnae advisors, chapter, recruitment, new member, financial, house and philanthropy.  They oversee the education and membership programs of the chapter, insure risk management, enforce policies and procedures and serve as a liaison between the local chapter and the national organization.  

All officers shall serve for a period of twelve months or until their successors are elected and installed. A vacancy occurring in any office including that of the president shall be filled by nomination and general election at the first regular meeting thereafter.  If a vacancy occurs while the school is not in regular session or when time does not permit for elections, an appointment may be made by the College Chapter Director in consultation with the Executive Board or any designated national representative. For cause, any officer or chairman may, by t two-thirds vote of the college chapter, be requested to resign. If she fails to resign as requested, the College Chapter Director shall declare such office vacant, and shall report such action to the Regional Collegiate Coordinator. 

Election of Office

Election of officers will follow national requirements. Members interested in becoming an officer must meet the following academic requirements:

· Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum cumulative GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate students, the minimum GPA is 2.5 with 12 credit hours. 

· Be in good standing with the university and enrolled as a full time student.
· Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed above.
Term of Office

The term of office for all positions will be one year. Each officer will be voted in by a majority vote. All officers and advisors shall comprise the Executive Committee of the organization.  The Executive Committee shall meet in addition to regular chapter meetings. The Executive Committee shall appoint such committees that are needed to carry out chapter goals. If necessary, a member holding a position can be removed by the CCD or RCD.
ARTICLE V: FINANCES

Delta Zeta Sorority will have national dues determined by the national organization and local dues determined by the Iowa State University chapter leadership 

For information regarding dues please contact the chapter treasurer. The dues will not exceed $_158.00____/semester. 

All monies belonging to Delta Zeta Sorority shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established at an approved institution/office.  All funds must be deposited within 48 hours after collection.  The financial adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure request before payment. An application is being developed for chapters to apply to be exempt from a COA only account. 

ARTICLE VI: AMENDMENTS AND RATIFICATION

An amended Recognition Document will be submitted within 10 days to the Student Activities Center for approval. The executive council will review this document annually and submit changes as necessary. 
ARTICLE VII: ADVISORS
Our advisors are volunteers who get in contact with National or our CCD, there is no formal process of voting them in as an advisor and they may stay as an advisor until a problem or loss of interest may occur. Their duties include:

· Communication with the chapter and members of the Executive Board along with our National Organization.

· Our CCD and Financial advisor are responsible for overseeing all finances, including approving checks and ensuring members are held accountable for paying bills.

· Ensure that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by Iowa State University and Student Activities Center.
ARTICLE VIII: FOR AMENDMENT AND RATIFICATION

This constitution may be amended and subsequently ratified at any time, with the unanimous approval of the President, Vice President, and Treasurer and with a simple majority of the membership, not counting abstainers. Members will be given one week to consider amendments. Ratified amendments to this Constitution must be submitted to the Student Activities Center within (10) days.
