Constitution of the
 Game Development Club


ARTICLE I
NAME

Section 1	The name of this organization shall be the Game Development Club henceforth known as “GDC”.


ARTICLE II
PURPOSE

Section 1	The purpose of this club is to bring together students of different disciplines in order to explore the creation of video games. The club also seeks to expand its members’ knowledge of the tools, techniques, and processes used in contemporary video game development. Members will collaborate on game development projects of their own choosing and explore their creativity in the game development space. 

Section 2	GDC abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal Laws and follows local ordinances and regulations. 

Section 3	GDC agrees to annually complete President’s and Treasurer’s Training. 

ARTICLE III 
MEMBERSHIP

Section 1	Membership shall be open to all registered students in good standing at Iowa State University with an interest in game development. 

Section 2	Iowa State University and GDC do not discriminate on the basis of genetic information, pregnancy, physical or mental disability, race, ethnicity, sex, color, religion, national origin, age, marital status, sexual orientation, or status as a U.S Veteran.




ARTICLE IV
ADVISOR AND OFFICERS

Section 1 	Advisor duties
Keep in contact with the officers and up-to-date with club issues and concerns.

Section 2 	Selection of Advisor
The advisor will be selected by the president and ratified by ⅔ majority vote of the officers. 

Section 3 	Advisor Term of Office
The term of office will be while he or she is at ISU and as long as he or she is fulfilling advisor duties.

Section 4 	Impeachment/Removal of Advisor
Advisors shall be removed by at least ⅔ majority vote of the remaining officers and a ⅔ vote of the general membership if their actions are deemed inappropriate by the membership.  Nomination for removal must be made via a signed petition of ½ of the membership to the president. An advisor may be impeached on the grounds of not meeting their duties as an advisor or for acting in a manner that would hurt the club. Impeachment proceedings for the Advisor shall follow the same format as Officer impeachment proceedings.

Section 5 	Replacement of Advisors
When a vacancy occurs, an advisor will be selected by the president with ⅔ majority approval from the other officers.

Section 6	Officers and their duties

President	
Conducts meetings, organizes club events and handles inherent responsibilities. Leads outreach efforts to attract members from all disciplines.

Vice President
Assumes the President’s responsibilities upon their absence and assists president in organizing club events.

Treasurer
Keeps track of club funds, files necessary paperwork with the university, and informs the officers of the budget regularly.

Secretary
Records the minutes of each meeting and writes other necessary correspondences. Maintain statistics about club membership.

Risk Management

The role of the risk management officer is to help minimize potential risks for club activities, recommend risk management policies or procedures to GDC, to submit documentation to ISU’s Risk Management Office and to ensure that Iowa State University policies are followed at all of the organization’s events and to ensure that proper waivers and background checks are on file with Risk Management for events (if applicable).

Committees
The executive officers will have the ability to create and disband committees to address specific issues for the club.

Section 7	Officer Terms of Office
The term of office will be one year for all officers.

Section 8	Officer Elections
Officer elections for all positions will be held at the last meeting of the spring semester. The last meeting of the spring semester is at the end of April. Elections will also be held as soon as possible in the case of an officer vacating their position. They shall be conducted as a secret ballot and shall require a ½ majority vote. If candidates fail to receive a majority then a runoff election shall be held with the two candidates that received the most votes. Members interested in becoming an officer must meet academic requirements as established by the Student Organization Recognition Policy.

Section 9	Officer Requirements
The officers of the GDC must meet the following requirements:
(a) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate-level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office. 

(b) 	Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment, and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate, graduate, and professional students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration

(c) 	Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b).

Section 10	Impeachment/Removal of Officers
Officers shall be removed by at least ½ majority vote of the remaining officers or a ⅔ vote of the general membership if their actions are deemed inappropriate by the membership.  Nomination for removal must be made via a signed petition of ⅓ of the membership to the Club Advisor. A officer could be nominated for impeachment on grounds of not carrying out the duties of their position, or using their position as an officer to negatively affect other club members. If impeachment charges are being brought against the President, the written complaint should be submitted to the Vice President. The officer being impeached should be notified at least 2 weeks before the general impeachment hearing. To move forward with impeachment proceedings, 2/3 of executive officers must vote to continue the removal process. The officer being impeached should be notified at least 2 weeks before the general impeachment hearing. Officers and the officer being impeached are required to attend. The officer will have 5 minutes to speak in front of the general membership, then a secret ballot will be held. An officer can be impeached by a simple majority vote of due-paying members.

Section 11	Impeachment Offenses
Examples of impeachable offenses for Officers include but are not limited to:
(a) Failure to perform required duties (not attending meetings, not completed assigned tasks, lack of communication)

(b) Abandonment of the position (extended unexplained absence)

(c) Misuse of club funds (unauthorized spending, poor record-keeping, theft

(d) Violation of GDC constitution, Iowa State University Code of Conduct or other university policies, procedures and guidelines. 

Section 12	Replacement of Officers
Officers will be replaced by appointment. Appointee officer positions will be selected by the president with ⅔ majority approval from the other officers.


ARTICLE V
FINANCES

Section 1	Dues
The organization may establish reasonable dues that must be paid by all members. The amount of the dues will be determined in the beginning of the academic year by a ⅔ majority of the officers. The treasurer shall maintain all financial records and shall countersign with the president for all organization transactions.
 
Dues shall not exceed 20 dollars.

Section 2	Procedure
All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 48 hours after collection. The Advisor to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment. 

Section 3	Dissolution
Upon dissolution all monies shall be donated/passed to the Iowa State University Department of Computer Science.


ARTICLE VI
AMENDMENTS & RATIFICATION

Section 1	A proposal for amendment may be proposed by any active member or officer and will be submitted to a majority vote by the officers for approval. Upon officer approval the amendment is put up for consideration to the general membership. Members will be given at one week to consider the amendment. There will be a ⅔ majority vote for ratification of the amendments.

Section 2	Ratified amendments to this Constitution must be submitted to the Student Engagement within 10 days.
  
Section 3	In the event a constitution is rejected because it does not meet Iowa State University policy and/or constitution requirements, the following may occur.
Any changes to bring the constitution into compliance may be made with unanimous approval from the President, Vice President, Treasurer, and Advisor. Notification of these changes must be communicated at the next full organizational meeting.
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
