
CONSTITUTION
As revised on November 4, 2010
 ARTICLE I

NAMES and SUBDIVISIONS
SECTION 1. The name of the primary organization shall be the “Zeta Chi” chapter of “ETA SIGMA PHI,” an Honorary Greek Letter Society of undergraduate students, at Iowa State University. 

SECTION 2. The name of the subcommittee of Eta Sigma Phi shall be the Classics Club. Classics Club is an entity of Eta Sigma Phi that shall have different regulations for membership but shared leadership and shared advisors with Eta Sigma Phi.
ARTICLE II

PURPOSES and GOALS 
SECTION 1. The purposes and goals of Eta Sigma Phi, and hence the Classics Club that comprises it, are:

a) To develop and promote interest in classical study among the students.

b) To promote closer scholarly relationships among students who are interested in classical study, including relationships with students of different educational backgrounds.

c) To engage in an effort to stimulate interest in classical study, and in the languages, literature, history, and art of ancient Greece and Rome. 
SECTION 2. Eta Sigma Phi and the Classics Club within Eta Sigma Phi abide by and support established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal laws. 
ARTICLE III

MEMBERSHIP

SECTION 1. The active membership of Eta Sigma Phi shall consist of undergraduate students of classical languages. Their status being attained only through and by invitation of such local chapter, and conditioned upon an attained grade of not less than “B” in courses in Latin and/or Greek in at least one semester or two quarters. Active membership may be attained by students having a lower grade than “B” only upon the special recommendation of the instructor. 
SECTION 2. All students pursuing membership of Eta Sigma Phi must pay the initiation fee as described in Article V: Finances.  
SECTION 3. The associate membership shall include graduate students who were undergraduate members of the Society, and graduate students majoring or minoring in the classics who are qualified and elected under the requirements for undergraduate membership. Those initiated into the Society as graduate students shall be responsible for the initiation fee to the Society. Local chapters may charge associate members any fee which is deemed appropriate.

SECTION 4. Eta Sigma Phi is open to registered students at Iowa State and does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability or status as a U.S. Veteran.  

SECTION 5. The active membership of the Classics Club subcommittee shall consist of undergraduate students.  Membership is open to all students regardless of major. 

SECTION 6.  . All students pursuing membership of the Classics Club subcommittee must pay the dues as described in Article V: Finances for Classics Club. Classics Club fees are separate from Eta Sigma Phi fees and Classics Club subcommittee members only need to pay Classics Club dues and not Eta Sigma Phi fees. 
 ARTICLE IV

ELECTION OF OFFICERS

AND TERMS OF OFFICE

SECTION 1. The  council of officers shall consist of-                                                                         a) President (Prytanis)    b) Vice-President (Hyparchos)     c) Secretary (Grammateus)     d) Treasurer (Chrysophylax)  e) Any other positions deemed necessary. 
SECTION 2. The undergraduate officers shall be elected at the commencement of each fall semester, the term of office to begin at installation and terminate at the following installation. They shall be elected by the voting majority of those present at the election meeting. 
SECTION 3. The officers of this organization must meet the following requirements to be eligible for office:   (a) Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate, graduate, and professional students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.
(b) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time(six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office.

(c) Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b).   
SECTION 4. Candidates for office may self-nominate or be nominated by another member of the organization. Election shall be by hand count of a simple majority of those present at the meeting called for the election of officers. Removal from office shall be handled in like manner. Any vacancies shall be filled as soon as circumstances allow. 
SECTION 5. The term of office shall be for one year and shall begin at installation in the fall.  

SECTION 6. Replacement of Officer or Adviser: If an officer or adviser is removed, the replacement procedure is the same as the election procedure described in Article 4, section 2.  It shall take place at the first meeting following the removal of the previous officer/adviser. 

SECTION 7. The Classics Club subcommittee shall have the same leadership as Eta Sigma Phi.  
ARTICLE V

DUTIES OF OFFICERS

SECTION 1. The President shall preside over all meetings, shall be ex-officio member of all committees, and organize all activities. The President shall see that all resolutions passed by the society are carried into effect, and shall perform such other duties as are in the purview of the President of similar societies.  
SECTION 2. The Vice-President assist the President in carrying out the objectives of the society. 
SECTION 3. The Secretary shall attend, and record the minutes of, all meetings which shall be held, and these shall be transcribed and kept in a book belonging to the Society. The Secretary shall submit in written form to the members any amendments which are to be considered for revisions to the constitution. 
 SECTION 4. The Treasurer shall receive and have custody of all funds belonging to the Society, and shall disburse said funds from time to time as the needs of the Society may require. They shall keep accurate records of accounts in a book or books belonging to the Society, and shall enter therein accurate accounts of all receipts and disbursements, and an accurate account of such sums as may be owing to the Society from time to time, likewise an account of all indebtedness the Society may from time to time incur, together with a record of any other financial transactions in which the Society may engage.  

ARTICLE VI

ADVISER

SECTION 1. Eta Sigma Phi must have an advisor. 

SECTION 2. Duties:

• Maintain communication and meet with officer(s) regularly

• Awareness and approval of financial expenditures

• Ensure that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by Iowa State University and Student Activities Center

SECTION 3. Dates of Election/Appointment and Method:

The term for the adviser will be one full year (elected in August to the following August).  The adviser will be selected by the officers and then voted on by the general membership.  A majority vote is needed for an adviser to be selected.
ARTICLE VII

COSTS AND FEES
SECTION 1. All fees for Eta Sigma Phi will be determined by a majority vote taken at an executive meeting.
SECTION 2. For fees for Eta Sigma Phi, the one-time membership fee of $40.00 shall be paid to the Treasurer by each member prior to their installation. The fee shall then be deposited into our account with the Campus Organizations Accounting Office.

SECTION 3. Once the membership fee has been paid there are no other dues required for Eta Sigma Phi membership. 

SECTION 4. If Eta Sigma Phi were to dissolve, the funds would revert to the Government of the Student Body.

SECTION 5. Dues for the Classics Club subcommittee shall be $10.00 per semester. Members of the Classics Club subcomittee do not have to pay the fees for Eta Sigma Phi, and Eta Sigma Phi members do not have to pay the dues for the Classics Club subcomittee.  

ARTICLE VIII

AMENDMENTS and RATIFICATION
SECTION 1. Any article of this constitution may be amended in the following manner: A proposed amendment shall be presented in writing at one meeting, and if passed by a two-thirds majority of the votes cast, shall be submitted in written form through individual correspondence by the Grammateus (Secretary) to each chapter at least two months prior to the next executive meeting and shall be presented for final vote at that meeting, where a two-thirds majority of all votes shall be necessary for adoption.

SECTION 2. Ratified amendments to this constitution must be submitted to the Student Activites Center prior to the next semester.
