ISU Student Chapter of INFORMS (Institute for Operations Research and Management Science) Constitution
Article I: Name

The name of this organization shall be Iowa State University Student Chapter of INFORMS
Article II: Purpose and Goals

Section 1:
The objectives of this chapter is to promote exchanges of ideas on OR&MS broadly defined. 
Section 2: 
Student Chapter of INFORMS abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal Laws.

Section 3: 

All decisions relative to Iowa State University Student Chapter of INFORMS will be made without regard to race, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability, or status as a U.S. veteran.
Article III: Membership

Section 1: Membership Eligibility & Requirements

Part 1
 Active membership shall be open to all registered students at Iowa State University, and students who hold INFORMS National Membership are included as members of ISU Student Chapter of INFORMS.
Part 2
As a member, one is required to attend organization meetings regularly, pay dues if required, and actively support the organization’s projects. 
Part 3
No discrimination will be made on the basis of age, color, gender, handicapped status, height, marital status, national origin, political persuasion, race, religion, sexual orientation, veteran status, or weight.
Article IV: Officers
Section 1: The officers of the ISU Student Chapter of INFORMS shall consist of: 
· President

· Vice President

· Treasurer

· Secretary

· Adviser

Section 2: Requirements

The officers of this organization must meet the following requirements:
(a) Have a minimum grade point ratio (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate students, the minimum cumulative GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.

(b) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office.

(c)  Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b).

Section 3: Elections
The officers will be elected to one-year term, and election will occur around February. Election will be decided by a simple majority hand vote of the present members. Re-election is possible.

Section 4: Term of Office


The term of office will be one full year. The committee officers shall appoint such committees that are needed to carry out organization goals.

Section 5: Replacement of Officers

If a vacancy were to occur during a term, a replacement would be elected from the general membership. Election of a replacement will require a majority vote from the general membership. If more than one candidate were identified, the membership would refer to the Elections procedure outlined in Section 3. 

Section 6: Removal of Officers



An officer may be removed from office for failing to perform his/her tasks as an officer or failing to maintain an active member status.  A 3/4 vote of the general membership at any meeting is required to remove an officer.

Section 7: Duties of Officers


President

· Preside over all meetings
· Schedule all meetings

· Schedule speakers for the meetings

· Maintain communication with organization adviser

Vice President

· Assist the president in all matters

· Organize and run meetings in absence of the President

Treasurer

· Maintain accurate record of organization transactions

· Collect dues if required

· Cosign organization checks along with the adviser

· Associate in conjunction with the President

Secretary

· Responsible for recording and distributing minutes at all meetings

· Maintain student organization database

· Maintain roster

Adviser

· Maintain communication and meet with officers and other members regularly

· Maintain awareness and approval of financial expenditure

· Ensure that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by Iowa State University and Student Activities Center

Article V: Finances
Section 1: Accounting

All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/officer (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment.

Section 2: Dues

No dues are required for membership in Iowa State University Student Chapter of INFORMS.

Article VI: Amendments and Ratification

Section 1: Amendments


An active ISU INFORMS member can propose amendments to this constitution. Any amendment can be proposed at any meeting of the general membership. Proposed amendment will be submitted in writing to all active members and read to the memberships at the regular meeting before the vote of the proposed amendment is done. In order to adopt the amendment, 2/3 of the general membership is necessary. Amended constitution will be submitted within 10 days to Student Activities Center for approval. 

Section 2: Ratification

The constitution shall become effective upon approval by a 2/3 vote of the membership. Ratified constitution must be submitted to Student Activities Center within 10 days of final approval. 
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
