Iowa State University Greek Chapter Recognition Document

The Student Activities Center (SAC) requires registered student organizations to upload a constitution. Greek chapters at Iowa State University are affiliates of their (inter)national organization. The constitution for the organization is held at the national level, not with the local chapter. Therefore, a recognition document has been created for chapters that do not have a local constitution to upload. 
ARTICLE 1: NAME

The name of this organization shall be Kappa Delta Sorority at Iowa State University.
ARTICLE II: PURPOSE AND GOALS

The purpose of Kappa Delta Sorority is to promote true friendship among the college girls of our country by inculcating into their hearts and lives those principles of truth, of honor, of duty, without which there can be no true friendship. 

The object of Kappa Delta Sorority is the formation and perpetuation of good fellowship, friendship and sisterly love among its members; the encouragement of literature and education; the promotion of social interest; and the furtherance of charitable and benevolent purposes.  

Kappa Delta Sorority abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, state, and federal laws. 

ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP

Membership in Kappa Delta Sorority shall be open to all registered female students at Iowa State University. Iowa State University does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability or status as a U.S. Veteran. The membership selection process, types of membership and procedures for disciplining and/or removing members should follow (inter)national procedures. 

As a member, one is required to attend meetings on a regular basis, pay dues in a timely manner, and actively support the mission, vision and purpose of the chapter. 

ARTICLE IV: OFFICERS

Elections for officer positions will be held annually at the end of the Fall semester.  An advisor will be chosen and may serve longer than an annual term. Kappa Delta Sorority shall have the following officers:

President -The president of the chapter is the representative of the chapter to many different groups of people. She must maintain a positive relationship with national Kappa Delta, chapter advisors, the chapter alumnae, campus, community, parents and the media. She leads the chapter in its quest for excellence and motivates the chapter to succeed. She also must manage the chapter officers so that the chapter runs efficiently and effectively, providing a positive sorority experience for all. She must be a good role model, an inspiration to all and a loyal Kappa Delta. The president manages and presides over the chapter council.
Treasurer-The treasurer keeps the financial records of the chapter, collects the income and pays the bills.  She must be organized, honest, financially savvy and not a procrastinator. The treasurer job requires daily attention to the financial details of the chapter. She serves as a member of the chapter governing council, maintaining thoughtful and confidential deliberations on the best course of action for the chapter.

Adviser- Advise the chapter with all major issues and concerns.  Attend chapter meetings and ritualistic services.  

Chapter advisor(s) will be appointed by the chapter council and Nationals on a need basis. 
Election of Office

Election of officers will follow (inter)national requirements. Members interested in becoming an officer must meet the following academic requirements:

· Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum cumulative GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.

· Be in good standing with the university and enrolled at least half time (six or more credit hours) if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits) if a graduate student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office.

· Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed above.
The president or executive council may appoint an interim officer to be approved by a 2/3 vote of eligible membership within three weeks of the vacancy notification to the chapter. 

Should an officer not be fulfilling their responsibilities, permission from the Chapter Speicalist is required for removal from office. 
Term of Office

The term of office for all positions will be one year. All officers and advisors shall comprise the Executive Committee of the organization.  The Executive Committee shall meet in addition to regular chapter meetings. The Executive Committee shall appoint such committees that are needed to carry out chapter goals.

ARTICLE V: FINANCES

Kappa Delta Sorority will have (inter)national dues determined by the national organization and local dues determined by the Iowa State University chapter leadership 

For information regarding dues please contact the chapter treasurer. The dues will not exceed $_3,500_/semester.
Chapter finances are held at an approved institution or office.  Double signatures are required on all checks.  Amounts over $1000 require the signature of an advisor.  All funds are deposited within one week of receipt. 

All monies belonging to Kappa Delta Sorority shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office.  All funds must be deposited within 48 hours after collection.  The adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure request before payment. An application is being developed for chapters to apply to be exempt from a COA only account. 
ARTICLE VI: AMENDMENTS AND RATIFICATION

An amended Recognition Document will be submitted within 10 days to the Student Activities Center for approval. The constitution may be amended by a 2/3 vote of eligible membership.
