The Constitution of the 
Iowa State University Kendo Club
Article I: Establishment
This constitution hereby establishes the Kendo Club and its governing rules, procedures, and founding principles.

Article II: Purpose and Goals
Section 1: The purpose of the Kendo Club shall be to practice the Japanese martial art of Kendo, in the way of the sword. The ISU Kendo club will also work to instruct new members in the art of Kendo and help to spread in the Iowa Area.
Section 2: The Kendo Club abides by and supports all established Iowa State University policies, in addition to State and Federal Laws and follows local ordinances and regulations.

Section 3: Our ISU Kendo Club agrees to annually complete President’s Training, Treasurer’s Training and Advisor Training (if required)

Article III: General Membership

Section 1: The Kendo Club shall be open for all current or former Iowa State University undergraduate, graduate, doctoral, post-doctoral, and professional students, in addition to all current or former Iowa State University faculty and staff, and all other members of the Ames community.

Section 2: The Application for Membership and the Iowa State University Release and Waiver of Liability forms shall be made speedily available to all interested applicants and shall be completed before membership is granted. The applicants whom are interested in the club will be given four free-trial practices, which the applicant must make a decision after the fourth and final practice. A practice-shinai will be loaned to applicant during the trial period. 
Section 3: Iowa State University and the ISU Kendo Club shall not deny anyone on the basis of race, ethnicity, sex, pregnancy, color, religion, national origin, physical or mental disability, age, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, genetic information or status as a U.S Veteran; and membership shall further not be denied on the basis of prior experience, or lack thereof, with Kendo or any other martial art.

Section 4: There are two kinds of members in the ISU Kendo club: Voting and advisory members. Voting members may vote for or against issues in ISU Kendo club business meetings. Advisory members may speak at business meetings, but may not vote. All members may attend practice sessions. Only ISU Students may be officers and/or voting members.

Section 5: The officers may set such dues and fees for membership as they deem appropriate.

Article IV: Officers
Section 1: The ISU Kendo club will have the following officers: Head Instructor, President, Treasurer, Secretary, and Equipment Manager. The terms of all officers shall be from the first business meeting of the Academic year until the first business meeting of the subsequent Academic year.

Section 2: The officers are nominated and elected at the first ISU Kendo Club business meeting of each calendar year. Only voting members (students) may be nominated. At that time, voting members may place names in nomination for officer’s positions. All nominations require a second vote. The voting for officers of the club is by secret ballot of the voting members present. A majority of non-abstaining votes cast is required to win. In case no candidate receives a majority, the candidate receiving the lowest number is eliminated and another ballot is cast.
Article V: The Instructor
Section 1: The priority of the instructor is to serve the people of the Kendo Club, MWKF, and AUSKF. Position outranks all other Officers during practices and/or team creation for upcoming competitions and seminars, unless voted by unanimous discussion including advisers.
Section 2: The duties of the instructor are to:
1. Practice leader when present
2. Must pay dues 
3. Promote kendo and its teachings through self-development of Kendo
Article VI: The Presidency

Section 1: The President shall be elected based on majority vote on the first practice of the semester. If no candidate receives a majority vote (over 50%), a runoff election of the two leading candidates shall be held. If the results of the runoff election are tied, then the Presidency shall belong to the candidate who has participated on the club for the greatest number of full semesters. If the two candidates have participated in the identical number of full semesters, then a kendo match three minutes in length with infinite overtime and a panel of judges consisting of the three members who have been in the club for the longest durations, who are not also the two leading candidates themselves, shall be held as speedily as possible and the Presidency shall belong to the candidate who scores two points before the other. The running and guidelines of the match will be based on AUSKF Tournament rules.
Section 2: All candidates for the Presidency must either be nominated or self-nominated themselves in order to be eligible for election.

Section 3: The President of the Kendo Club shall meet all of the following requirements

1. Be an enrolled undergraduate, graduate, or professional student in good standing with the university

2. If an undergraduate student, be enrolled in at least six credit hours during the term of office, unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters; or be enrolled in at least four credits if a graduate level student during their term of office, unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement

3. Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of at least 2.0 in the semester immediately prior to the election, the semester of election, and the semesters during the term of office, and to have been either a full time or half time student during these semesters

4. Have been a member of the Kendo club for at least two semesters

Section 4: If the President fails to meet one or more of the above requirement during the term of office, the office shall be vacated immediately and new elections shall be speedily held.

Section 5: The duties of the President are to:

1. Appear promptly and prepared for all club practices

2. Enforce all Kendo etiquette and customs
3. Manage club membership and administrative outputs
4. Approve all proposed expenditures made by the Treasurer

5. Set dues, with advisement from the Treasurer

6. Lead recruitment drives and fundraisers

7. Call to order Business meetings

8. See to it that Business meetings are conducted in an orderly manner

9. See to the scheduling of regular meetings in conjunction with the officials of the ISU Student Organization.

10. Oversee the introduction of new members
11. Attend Sports Council Club meetings

12. File necessary university paperwork and ensure that the club is in good compliance with university regulations

13. Acquire updates from the Equipment Manager
14. Do all else necessary and proper to carry out the above duties in accordance with this Constitution

15. Promote Kendo and its teachings with self-development through Kendo.

Section 6: If the President fails to attend three consecutive practices, then the club membership may vacate his office by majority vote and cause new elections to be speedily held.

Section 7: The President will take the role of risk management officer and duties as follows.

1. To recommend risk management policies or procedures to ISU Kendo Club

2. To submit documentation to ISU’s Risk Management Office

3. Ensure that Risk Management procedures are implemented at all of the orgs. events

Section 8. The President will remain in office until the next yearly election, however the officer can run for office as many times as he or she wishes. 

Article VII: The Treasurer

Section 1: The Treasurer shall be appointed by the President and be approved by majority vote from the membership.

Section 2: The Treasurer of the Kendo Club shall meet the following requirements

1. Be an enrolled undergraduate, graduate, or professional student in good standing with the university

2. If an undergraduate student, be enrolled in at least six credit hours during the term of office, unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters; or be enrolled in at least four credits if a graduate level student during their term of office, unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement

3. Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of at least 2.0 in the semester immediately prior to the election, the semester of election, and the semesters during the term of office, and to have been either a full time or half time student during these semesters

Section 3: If the Treasurer fails to meet one or more of the above requirement during the term of office, the office shall be vacated immediately and a new Treasurer shall be appointed by the President and be confirmed by majority vote from the membership.

Section 4: All money belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office. All funds must be deposited within 48 hours after collection. The club advisor must approve and sign each expenditure before payment.

Section 5: If the Kendo Club is dissolved, then all remaining club funds shall be donated to charity.

Section 6: The duties of the Treasurer are to

1. 
Collect dues

Keep up to date and organized financial records

Propose expenditures

Inform the President at least closing semester total, and bi-semester charges on all financial matters

Keep the general membership regularly informed of expenditures

Manage fund raising efforts

Promotes Kendo and its teachings with self-development through Kendo

Section 7: The President may dismiss the Treasurer and select a replacement with the majority approval of the general membership.

Section 8: Dues shall be set by the President with advisement from the Treasurer not in excess of $100 at the beginning of every semester.

Section 9. The Treasurer will remain in office until the next yearly election, and can run for the position as many times as he or she wishes.

Article VIII: The Equipment Manager
Section 1: The Equipment Manager shall be in charge of the club-owned armors and equipments.

Section 2: The Equipment Manager must meet the following requirements or relinquish the office to the next highest ranked member of the club:
1. Be an enrolled undergraduate, graduate, or professional student in good standing with the university

2. If an undergraduate student, be enrolled in at least six credit hours during the term of office, unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters; or be enrolled in at least four credits if a graduate level student during their term of office, unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement

3. Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of at least 2.00 in the semester immediately prior to the election, the semester of election, and the semesters during the term of office, and to have been either a full time or half time student during these semesters.

Section 3: The duties of the Equipment Manager are to:
1.  
Manage the allocation and recovery of Kendo equipment owned by the ISU Kendo club.
2. 
See to the repair of damaged equipment.
3. Inform members of the club in the event that equipment must be replaced.
Section 4. The Equipment Manager will remain in office until the next yearly election, however the officer can run for the same position again if he or she wishes.

Article XI: The Adviser

Section 1: The adviser shall be nominated by the President following election and shall receive the majority approval of the membership before taking office.

Section 2: The duties of the Adviser are to

1. Approve recruitment drives, fundraisers, and all other club events

2. Approve club expenditures and maintain reserve financial records

3. Ensure that the club is operating in good compliance with Iowa State University regulations and this Constitution

Article X: Historian/Secretary
Section 1: The Historian/Secretary shall be nominated by the President following election and shall receive the majority approval of the membership before taking role. Officer will remain in term until the next yearly election, however, there is no limit on the number of terms served.

Section 2: The duties of the Historian/Secretary are to

1. Take attendance of members during each session

2. Maintain and update club’s website at a monthly basis, along with all social media updates and posts for communicational purposes.
3. Take notes on all officer meetings

4. Promote kendo its teachings with self-development through Kendo.

Article XI: The Effect of Title IX

Section 1: ISU Kendo club adheres to all rules and policies of Iowa State University in regards to the effects of Title IX.

Section 2: There shall be no in-club bullying or fighting. All members involved shall be suspended and investigated and dealt with until further notice. 
Article XII: The Expulsion of Membership

Section 1: A member may submit a complaint against another member to the President, Treasurer, Student Representative, the Club Advisor, or any other officer, and if the complaint is seconded by another member, an official warning shall be delivered to the member in question. The member in question shall be made aware of the charges brought against him or her before the warning is issued. A member with a warning may then be expelled from the club by a 3/4 majority vote of all members, excluding the member in question. At the beginning of a new semester, all prior warnings shall be waived.

Section 2: The vote to expel a member shall always be conducted with secret ballots, wherein members shall fill out either a "yes" to expel or "no" on an obscured slip of paper and drop it into a box. The President shall tally the votes in full presence of the membership once everyone has voted.

Section 3: If the President, Treasurer, Student Representative, or any other officer is expelled from the club, a replacement shall be made using the proper procedure as put forth in this Constitution as speedily as possible.

Article XIII: The Supremacy of the Constitution

This Constitution, in addition to all existing university, state, and federal rules, laws, and regulations, is the supreme law of this club and shall take precedence over past rules, traditions, regulations, and agreements, whether they have come to fruition in the open, in secret, or tacitly.

Article XIV: Amendments

Section 1: All amendments to the Constitution shall have the approval of the President and be ratified with the 3/4 vote of all other members of the club. All ratified amendments shall be submitted within 10 days to the Student Activities Center.

Section 2; Any voting member may propose an amendment to this constitution at any business meeting.

Section 3: Amendments are proposed as motions from the floor or from the presiding officer. Motions may be made by voting members.

Section 4: A two thirds majority of voting members present at the business meeting are required to ratify an amendment to this constitution. Advisors will break all voting ties if majority is shown as equal votes.

Article XV: Ratification

The Constitution shown herein shall be ratified with the signatures of 3/4 of all active members of the 2013 Fall session of the Kendo Club, in addition to the unanimous approval of the President, and Treasurer, and shall be submitted within 10 days to the Student Activities Center upon ratification.

Article XVI: Armor Issue

Section 1: A student that displays good performance, regular attendance through 80% of practices and recommendation from instructor, president or majority of ranked members may apply for club armor.
Section 2: Non-members or visitors may not have use of the club armor unless discussed upon and given permission by Head Instructor and all officers. A shinai may be lent to the non-members or visitor as part of the free trial/ visitation experience. 
Section 3: If club armor is damaged, treasurer has right to apply unto the holder a repair fee for damaged armor.  

Section 4: Inventory must be checked the Equipment Manager before issuing to user and after the user returns.
Section 5: Armor owned by ISU Kendo Club cannot be given as rental to club members as to prevent liability of equipment being stolen.
