Undergraduate Microbiology Club Constitution
Article 1: Name of Organization
This club shall be called “Undergraduate Microbiology Club.” The club is sponsored by the Interdepartmental Microbiology Program at Iowa State University, which provides an advisor and some financial support.
Article 2: Purpose & Goal

Section 1

The Undergraduate Microbiology Club is affiliated with the Interdepartmental Microbiology Program. The purpose and goal of this organization is to provide a social and academic outlet for students with an interest in microbiology.  

Section 2
Undergraduate Microbiology Club abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal Laws.

Article 3: Membership

Member ship
The Undergraduate Microbiology Club shall be open to all students and any faculty or staff of Iowa State University.

Membership will not require dues.  

To become a member you must attend a meeting and request to be added to the e-mail list.

Meetings

Meetings are held twice a month during Sept-April, excluding December and January which will have one meeting. 

Article 4: Officers
Election of Office
Elections will occur at the last meeting of the fall semester, term of service will be one academic year. 

Election of officers requires a popular vote from the attending members by a show of hands. The exception is the President where the previous Vice President has first choice of ascending to the position.

The officers of this organization must meet the following requirements:

(a) Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and must meet that minimum cumulative GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office.  For undergraduate students, the minimum GPA is 2.00.  In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.

(b) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office.

(c) Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b). 

Term of Office
The term of office will be one full academic school year. All officers shall comprise the Executive Committee of this organization. The Executive committee shall meet in addition to regular organization meetings. The Executive committee shall appoint such committees that are needed to carry out organization goals

Committee

A High School Workshop committee will be formed in the Fall and be organized by the High School Workshop co-chairs. 
A VEISHEA Committee will be organized in the Spring semester by the VEISHEA co-chairs.

Officers
President

Duties: preside over meetings, serve as ex-officio member on all club committees, has the power to appoint members to posts as necessary call meetings as deemed appropriate.
Vice President

Duties: Assist president, plans social events, serves as president in the presidents’ absence.

Secretary
Duties:  Record minutes and send out to members, actively campaign and notify members and potential attendees of events and meetings.
Ag Council Representative
Duties:  Represent Undergraduate Microbiology Club at COA Ag Council meeting, report to club.
Treasurer
Duties:  Handle all club monies.
Replacement of Officers

If an officer position is vacated and must be replaced nominations for that position will open at the next meeting.  The meeting following will be the election.  This election will require a popular vote from the attending members by a show of hands.
Impeachment

If an officer is not fulfilling his/her duties there will be a discussion of impeachment with a vote following.  Impeachment will require a majority of present members.  The vote will be cast by a secret ballot. 

Advisors

The Undergraduate Microbiology Club advisor has the following duties:

(a) Advise the students in the club.

(b) Oversee the meetings of the organization.

(c) Approve each expenditure of the organization.
The advisor for the Undergraduate Microbiology Club is appointed by the Professor-in-charge of the Undergraduate Microbiology Program and approved by the members of the Undergraduate Microbiology Club. The term of advisor has no set length, but can be terminated at the request of advisor or request of the club majority.
Article 5: Finances

All monies belonging to the Undergraduate Microbiology Club shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office).  All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after collection.  The advisor to the Undergraduate Microbiology Club must approve and sign each expenditure before payment.

Article 6: Amendments & Ratifications

Amendment
Constitution amendments must be unanimous decisions by the club members present.  These changes must be presented at a meeting and they will be voted on the following meeting.

The amended constitution will be submitted within 10 days to Student Activities Center for approval.

Ratified Constitutions must be submitted to Student Activities Center within 10 days for final approval.

By Laws
There must be a majority in favor for any changes to the by laws. These changes must be presented at a meeting and they will be voted on the following meeting.
