Destination Iowa State Constitution
Article I  Name and Affiliation
The name of this organization shall be Destination Iowa State.  Destination Iowa State is affiliated with the Office of New Student Programs, Enrollment Services, and Iowa State University.
Article II  Purpose and Goals
Section I:  Mission Statement

The Destination Iowa State program will introduce new students to the Iowa State University campus and community, easing the transition to Iowa State University.  Destination Iowa State will create a bridge between orientation and the beginning of each semester by providing a meaningful, educational, and welcoming experience that will enhance the ability for new students to succeed at Iowa State University.

Section II:  Goals

1. Assist new students in developing academic strategies in order to ease the transition to Iowa State University.

2. Assist new students in developing social strategies and providing networking opportunities to make a successful transition to Iowa State University.

3. Assist new students in adjusting to their new living environment, campus services, and academic resources.

4. Strengthen the Iowa State University community as a whole.

Section III:  Policies

Destination Iowa State abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal laws.

Article III  Membership
Membership shall be open to all registered students at Iowa State University.  Iowa State University does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability or status as a U.S Veteran.  
Section I:  Selection Process
Members of Destination Iowa State shall be called “Team Leaders”.  A Team Leader must be a full time student at Iowa State University with a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) of 2.2 and must maintain a 2.0 or above while a student leader.  A Team Leader must fill out an application and meet the standard requirements to be selected as a Team Leader.  

Section II:  Types of Membership

The governing body of Destination Iowa State is comprised of Cyclone Aides.  The Cyclone Aides help to train and supervise the Team Leaders.  The also help coordinate the Destination Iowa State events and activities.  The Team Leaders have direct contact with the new students and help to ease new students’ fears and to make them feel comfortable at Iowa State.  Members of Destination Iowa State must fully participate in Destination Iowa State and be available to assist new students.
Section III: Discipline and Removal
Team Leaders not in compliance with the GPA requirement or standard requirements as stated above may have their status as a Team Leader revoked at any time after their appointment and prior to the Destination Iowa State events.  Members losing their status as a Team Leader will remain eligible to participate in Destination Iowa State activities, however, not in the role of Team Leader.
Article IV  Officers

Section I: Positions

The officers of this organization are the Cyclone Aides.  They supervise the Team Leaders and also help plan the sessions and activities for Destination Iowa State.  The president oversees the programming aspects of Destination Iowa State and is a liaison between the other Cyclone Aides and the supervisory staff.  The treasurer helps to develop the organization budget and organizes solicitation of outside funds and donations. 

Section II:  Requirements

a) Have a minimum grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the appointment, the semester of appointment and semesters during the term of office.  For undergraduate students, the minimum GPA is a 2.00.  In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half time credit) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.
b) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credits), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office.
c) Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b).

Section III: Duties
President: The President will be responsible for selecting and advising members and officers, conducting and facilitating meetings, maintaining the Destination Iowa State constitution, and requesting purchases for Destination Iowa State.
Treasurer: Assists the President with various duties and monitors Destination Iowa State budget and purchases.
Secretary: Assists in meeting facilitation, materials distribution, and assists the President and Treasurer in their duties.
Recruitment Chair(s): Assist(s) in new member recruitment and selection, attends meetings, and assist(s) the President and Treasurer in their duties.
Section IV: Methods of Election
The President and Treasurer will be appointed by the Adviser and the Department.  The Secretary and Recruitment Chair(s) will be appointed by the President and the Treasurer.
Section V: Dates of Election

The President and Treasurer will be selected during the first half of the Spring semester prior to holding office; the Secretary and Recruitment Chair(s) will be selected during the first half of the Spring semester in which they will hold office.  All Officers will serve for a term of 1 year, with the possibility of re-election.

Section VI: Replacement Procedures

Vacant Officer positions will be filled by: 1) Nomination of a member by either the President, Treasurer, or Adviser, 2) A simple majority vote of members, and 3) Final discretion of the Adviser.
Section VII: Removal Procedures
Officers not fulfilling their duties will be impeached by vote of the members of Destination Iowa State, subject to the discretion of the Adviser and the Department.
Section VIII: Adviser
a) Duties: The Adviser will be responsible for selecting and advising both members and officers, conducting meetings, and authorizing purchases for Destination Iowa State.
b) Method of Appointment: The Adviser shall be appointed by the Department.
c) Dates of Appointment: The Adviser will serve in such a capacity for an indefinite period of time.
Article V  Finances
This organization is funded by the student orientation fee and does not have a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office.  There are no dues required of members.
Article VI Amendments and Ratification
Section I:  Amendments

Amendments to this constitution must be submitted in writing at a regular meeting of the organization.  Amended constitution will be submitted within 10 days to Student Activities Center for approval.

Section II:  Ratifications

Ratified constitution will be submitted within 10 days to Student Activities Center for final approval.
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
