Constitution and Bylaws

of the

Iowa State University

Advertising Club

ARTICLE I – Name

Sec. 1.  The name of this organization shall be the Iowa State University Advertising Club, affiliated with the Academic Division American Advertising Federation (AAF) and the Ad Pros of Des Moines District and shall be located at Iowa State University, Ames, IA.

ARTICLE II – Purposes and Objectives
Sec. 1.  The objectives of the club are: (1) to provide present and potential members with an enhanced understanding of the functions of advertising and its industry; (2) to develop leadership and partnership among members; (3) to encourage recognition of the need for advertising professionalism through advertising education; (4) to promote the interests of students in advertising and develop their individual abilities; (5) to apply the skills creativity and energy of advertising to help solve social problems.

Sec. 2.  These Bylaws, and any Rules adopted in connection therewith, shall conform to the rules, regulations and policies of the American Advertising Federation (AAF) pertaining to its student branches.

Sec. 3 The Iowa State University Advertising Club abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal Laws.

ARTICLE III – Membership

Sec. 1.  Membership in the Advertising Club is open to anyone displaying an interest in advertising and the industry regardless of his/her major.  The member must be currently enrolled at Iowa State University.

Sec. 2.  Application for membership of the Advertising Club must be in writing and accompanied by payment of annual dues.

Sec. 3.  Each members shall be notified of acceptance for membership with a membership card signed by the chapter president.

ARTICLE IV – Executive Board

Sec. 1.  The management powers of the Advertising Club shall be vested in the Executive Board.

Sec. 2.  The Executive Board shall include the following elected officers:  President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Speaker and other such officers as may be approved by the club.

Sec. 3.  A schedule of regular meetings of the Executive Board shall be decided on within fourteen days after the beginning of the academic year.  Special meetings may be called by the president.

Sec. 4.  In the event that an officer resigns or for some other reason cannot discharge his/her duties, the executive board shall vote and with a ¾  vote the said person shall be asked to resign his/her position. An election shall be held at the next regular meeting of the club to replace the position.  The Vice-President would then succeed the President; a new Vice-President would then be elected. 

Sec. 5. The officers of the Iowa State University Advertising Club must meet the following requirements:

(a) Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and met that minimum cumulative GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semester during the term of office. For undergraduate students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits? Must have been taken for the semester under consideration.

(b) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office.

(c) Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b).

ARTICLE V – Duties of the Executive Board

Sec. 1.  The President shall be the chief executive of the club and of the Executive Board and shall preside over all meetings of the club and the Executive Board.  He/She shall appoing committee chairperson for committees formed which are not otherwise provided for in the Rules and shall be subject to the consent of the Executive Board.

Sec. 2.  The Vice-President shall preside in the absence of the President and assist him/her in official duties of the Advertising Club.

Sec. 3.  The Secretary shall keep an accurate record of club meetings and correspond between the club and the officer.  He/She shall post all notices for the members of the club and for the officers.

Sec. 4.  The Treasurer shall collect and receive all dues, fees and other moneys due to the club.  He/She shall deposit the money collected in the name of the club, in the club’s Iowa State University student activities account.  He/She shall properly care for such moneys, and with authorization, can disburse them to meet the obligations of the club.  He/She shall keep accurate records of the account(s) and at each annual meeting render an itemized statement.

Sec. 5.  The Executive Board of the club shall have charge of the general organization and management of the club; hear all objections; authorize and audit all expenditures and approve all appointments.

Sec. 6.  All officer of the club must meet the criteria of being successor of a member of the club (Article III, Section I).  A candidate for President must hold his/her term during his/her junior or senior year.  All other Executive Board positions are open to interested members of the club.

Sec. 7.  The Faculty Advisor(s) shall be the official representative between the club and the present University.  He/She shall advise the officers. Members and committee to the highest accomplishment of the club.

Sec. 8. The Iowa State University Advertising Club Executive Board shall contact and nominate potential advisers, vote, and come to a decision by the second meeting of the academic year. 

ARTICLE VI- Finances

Sec. 1. In the event that the Iowa State University Advertising Club is dissolved, all monies shall be donated to the Greenlee School of Journalism/ Mass Communication.

Sec. 2. All monies belonging to The Iowa State University Advertising Club shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment. 

Sec. 3. The Iowa State University Advertising Club may establish reasonable dues that must be paid by all members. The amount of the dues will be determined in the beginning of the academic year by the Executive Committee and presented to the general membership for a ¾ vote. Dues shall not exceed $30.00 per academic year. Dues must be paid by four weeks into the semester. The treasurer shall maintain all financial records and shall countersign with the president for all organization transactions. 

ARTICLE VII – Meetings
Sec. 1.  Regular meetings shall be held at such times and places determined by the Executive Board.

Sec. 2.  The Executive Board may postpone regular meetings or call special meetings when in its judgment, such an action is the in best interest of the club.  Members must be notified at least one week in advance in writing of time, place and purpose of the special meeting.

Sec. 3.  The order of business to be followed by the club shall be:

-Call to order

-Officer’s reports

-Old Business

-New Business

-Advisor’s Comments

-Other Remarks

-Program

-Adjournment

ARTICLE VII – Elections
Sec. 1.  Officers shall be nominated at the second to last meeting of the spring semester unless a positions is being held for only a term, then at second to last meeting of the fall semester.  Elections will be held at the last meeting of the spring semester.  Nominations for these officers must be accepted by the floor one meeting prior to voting and only due-paying members shall be nominated for office.

Sec. 2.  Elections shall be held by secret ballot.  Only dues paying members shall be allowed to vote.

Sec. 3.  A simple majority is required to elect officers to the Executive Board.

ARTICLE VIII – Adoption of Bylaws
Sec. 1.  This Constitution and Bylaws shall be come the constitution and bylaws of the AAF college chapter of Iowa State University by a two-thirds vote of the members present at any regular or special meeting, providing members have been given written notice eat least one week in advance.

ARTICLE IX – Parliamentary Authority
Sec. 1.  Robert’s Rules of Order shall be the official authority followed in all other matters not covered by this constitution and bylaws.
