Iowa State Philosophy and Religious Studies Club

This club’s name can be and will be abbreviated as the Philosophy Club

 We discuss topics that both deal with philosophy and religion. In addition we are open to any topics, controversial or not, that a member would like to discuss. We are affiliated with the Philosophy and Religious Studies Department and recruit primarily from the philosophy classes. 

The club is willing to abide by all Iowa State University (ISU) rules and regulations. 

ISU Philosophy and Religious Studies Club will abide by Iowa State University rules and regulations, state and federal laws.

Membership 

The Philosophy Club is open to all who wish to participate. No discrimination is allowed for any reason and all beliefs and values shall be held in equal regard and equal scrutiny. 

The ISU Philosophy and Religious Studies Club does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability or status as a U.S. Veteran. 

Officers 

Officer Selection 

Officers will be selected only by and from ISU student members. They will be selected by any manner of voting the membership body decides upon will be used. A simple majority is required to determine the winner of the election. All vacant positions will be filled in this manner at any time the positions are open. 

Elections shall be held at least once a year late in the spring semester.

Officer Eligibility 

An officer must:
1. Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum cumulative GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration. 

2. Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office. 

Officer Positions and Duties 

The President of the Club must coordinate and oversee meetings, e-mail member list, and attend LAS council meetings. These duties may be delegated to others as the President sees fit. The President is also the sole person able to make decisions affecting the club actions, though this ability may be delegated to those officers who would be relevant (e.g., the treasurer deciding on finance issues). 

The Treasurer must maintain the budget and facilitate compliance with all ISU guidelines concerning club finances. The treasurer may not be delegated any more duties, but may volunteer for duties. 

The President may create new positions for the upcoming year that actualizes the delegated duties, i.e., should the President delegate duties, the President may bestow an Officer title upon the person whom the duties were delegated. These officer positions last until either no one wants the duties (in which they are resumed by the President) or until the President wished to resume them. 

Removal of Officers or Adviser

Officers or advisers may be removed from office by a ¾ths vote of the general membership if actions are deemed inappropriate by the membership. The officer is permitted to speak before the Executive Committee and the general membership about the charges made concerning his/her performance. 
Advisor 

The advisor shall act as a source of advice for club actions. The advisor is selected by the Philosophy and Religious Studies Department.

The term of for the adviser will be one full year (from August to August) and the adviser will be appointed in August.

Finances 

No duties are to be collected. Special collections may be asked to fund club actions, but may be refused by any member. Members can not be penalized for not donating to a special collection. 

All monies belonging to the Philosophy Club shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for the Philosophy Club at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office authorized by the Campus Organizations Accounting Office. All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment. 

Constitutional Amendments 

The constitution may be amended by either the body of members of the Philosophy Club or by the President alone with approval of the advisor. 

The amended constitution must be submitted to the Student Activities Center with 14 days of creation.
