I) We are the Psi Chi National Honor Society at Iowa State University.  Psi Chi abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal Laws.
II) PURPOSE: Psi Chi provides an environment in which individuals interested in

psychology can further their knowledge and understanding of psychology.  The

society facilitates communication between students, faculty, and persons inside
and outside the university.

III)  MEMBERSHIP: To become a member of Psi Chi, there are several requirements

that must be met.  The first requirement is completion (not including current

semester) of 3 semesters of college course work.  The second requirement is

completion (not including current semester) of 1 semester at ISU.  The third

requirement is completion (not including current semester) of 9 semester hours

of psychology.  The fourth requirement is to have a major or minor standing in

psychology.  The fifth requirement is to have a cumulative GPA of at least 3.00

and rank in upper 35% of class.  The sixth requirement is to have a psychology

GPA of at least 3.00.  The seventh requirement is to have and prove high

standards of personal behavior.  The eighth requirement is to obtain a

two-thirds affirmative vote of those present at a regular meeting of the

chapter.  After all of these requirements are met, a person will become a member

of Psi Chi.  
Psi Chi is open to registered students at Iowa State and does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability or status as a U.S. Veteran.  
IV)  OFFICERS generate club activities, follow university procedures for Student Organizations, keep club members informed, and ensure Psi Chi’s continuation.
There are seven officers:

1. President:  the duties of the President include (i) arrange planning meetings, (ii) oversee all activities, (iii) order certificates for new members, (iv) collect and distribute all mail, and (v) make sure that all events and meetings maintain a high ethical standard and fulfill the mission of Psi Chi.
2. Vice President:  is responsible to (i) take over the president’s duties when the president is absent, (ii) reserve rooms, (iii) participate in meeting planning, (iv) arrange food for meetings, (v) oversee banquet preparations, and (vi) send thank you notes to speakers that attend our meetings.
3. Treasurer:  is responsible to (i) arrange vouchers, reimbursements, etc., (ii) collect and deposit membership checks, (iii) maintain a membership list, and (iv) participate in meeting planning.
4. Secretary:  is responsible to (i) take minutes for meetings, (ii) maintain member email list, (iii) provide minutes to webmaster for web posting, and (iv) participate in meeting planning.

5. Social Chair: is responsible to (i) organize VEISHEA events, (ii) participate in meeting planning, (iii) facilitate any social activities, and (iv) head up a service project.

6. Photographer: is responsible to (i) take and develop pictures, (ii) select and send photos to the national office and webmaster, (iii) participate in meeting planning, and (iv) maintain a visual record of Psi Chi.

7. Webmaster: is responsible to (i) keep website updated with meeting times, places, and deadlines, (ii) continually search for helpful links to add to website, and (iii) participate in meeting planning.
Officers are required to:
a) Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate, graduate, and professional students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration. 

(b) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office.

(c) Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b).
V) ADVISOR: Duties include:
     -Maintain communication and meet with officer(s) regularly
     -Awareness and approval of financial expenditures
     -Ensure that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by    
      Iowa State University and Student Activities Center
     -The Advisor will be voted on by club members with guidance from past advisor and                

      other department staff. The Advisor will maintain their position until resignation and  

      will be appointed as needed.
VI) REMOVAL OF OFFICER OR ADVISER:

Officers or advisers may be removed from office by ½ vote of the other officers if actions are deemed inappropriate by the membership. The officer is permitted to speak before the Executive Committee about the charges made concerning his/her performance. The officer is not permitted to participate in the deliberation of the Executive Committee regarding the charges.
VII) REPLACEMENT OF OFFICER OR ADVISER:
If an officer or adviser is removed the replacement procedure is the same as the election procedure described in the Psi Chi Constitution.  It shall take place at the first meeting following the removal of the previous officer/adviser.   
VIII) VOTING: Most issues are decided by a show of hands at meetings. The election of officers occurs in the spring after new members have been accepted into the club. A simple majority of members casting a secret ballot is required to be elected to an officer position.

IX) ACCOUNTING: All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 48 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expense before payment.

X) DUES: Members of this organization must pay a one time membership fee of $70.00. This fee covers the dues required to be a part of the national chapter of Psi Chi as well as Iowa State University’s chapter of Psi Chi. 

XX) PROCEDURES FOR AMENDING THE CONSTITUTION: This constitution may be amended and subsequently ratified at any time, with the unanimous approval of the President, Vice President, and Treasurer and with a simple majority of the membership, not counting abstainers. Members will be given one week to consider amendments. Ratified amendments to this Constitution must be submitted to the Student Activities Center within ten (10) days.
