Constitution of the Students for Campus Fellowship at Iowa State University
Revised: 22 June 2021
We the members of Students for Campus Fellowship at Iowa State University, establish this constitution to govern our organization. 

Article I: Name 

The organization shall be called Students for Campus Fellowship and is affiliated with Campus Fellowship (ministry of Stonebrook Community Church), Campus Fellowship, Stonebrook Community Church of Ames, IA and its affiliates. 

Article II: Purpose and Goals 

Section 1: The purpose of Students for Campus Fellowship is to support the ministry of Campus Fellowship. Campus Fellowship seeks to facilitate a family of faith among like-minded students. This is accomplished through weekly meetings, various small group meetings, retreats, and social events. 

Section 2: The goals of Students for Campus Fellowship: 


1. Encourage spiritual growth by providing an environment of discussion and informal 
teaching. 


2. Introduce students to positive role models within the community of faith. 


3. Encourage members to study the Bible and put its principles into practice. 


4. Provide opportunities for service to students and the community within and outside of 
Students for Campus Fellowship. 

Section 3: Campus Fellowship abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal laws, and follow local ordinances and regulations insofar as such polices do not conflict with rights set forth in the U.S. Constitution and Bill of Rights or Word of God set forth in the Bible. Students for Campus Fellowship agrees to annually complete President’s and Treasurer’s Training.
Section 4: Iowa State University and Students for Campus Fellowship do not discriminate on the basis of genetic information, pregnancy, physical or mental disability, race, ethnicity, sex, color, religion, national origin, age, marital status, sexual orientation, gender identity, or status as a U.S. Veteran.
Article III: Membership 

Section 1: 

Membership in Students for Campus Fellowship is open to all registered students at Iowa State University.  Though membership and participation are open, the leadership of Students for Campus Fellowship reserves the right to revoke membership in circumstances of overly disruptive or divisive behavior, or conduct forbidden by the Bible. 

Section 2: Membership in the Students for Campus Fellowship is divided into two categories: 


(a) Active Members: All Iowa State student members of Campus Fellowship are considered active members, and have voting privileges. 


(b) Associate Members: Associate membership is open to community members who are 
not students at Iowa State. As such, they do not have voting privileges.

Article IV: Officers 

Section 1: Requirements for officers:

(a) Have a minimum grade point ratio (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum 
GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of 
election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate students, 
the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half- 
time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration. 


(b) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more 
credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in 
the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or 
more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final 
stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during 
their term of office. 


(c) Be in agreement with and adhere to the statement of faith in Amendment I. 


(d) Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as 
prescribed in (a), (b), and (c). 

Section 2: Duties of officers

(a) President 



1. Presides over any meetings of the active members of the Campus Fellowship.
2. Acts as a liaison between the Students for Campus Fellowship and Campus Fellowship, Iowa State University, active and associate membership, and any faculty or community advisors. 



3. Represents Students for Campus Fellowship to parents, campus and community 

leaders, and the general public. 



4. Appoints the faculty advisor for Students for Campus Fellowship. 


(b) Treasurer 


1. Responsible for collection and deposit of collected monies for use in the Campus Organizations Accounting Office account to be established on behalf of the Students for Campus Fellowship (hereafter referred to as “the account”). 



2. Responsible for signing on behalf of and reporting any disbursements from the 

account. 



3. Ensures accounts adhere to university regulations and requirements. 


(c) Webmaster



1.  Ensures the website of Students for Campus Fellowship, 




http://www.stuorg.iastate.edu/campusfellowship/, remains current.


2.  Coordinates with professional web developers when needed.

(d) Risk Management-carried out by current president
1. Help minimize potential risks for club activities.

2. Recommend risk management policies or procedures.

3. To submit documentation to ISU’s Risk Management Office.

4. To ensure that proper waivers and background checks are on file with Risk management for events (if applicable).

Section 3: Election of Officers 


(a) Election of officers shall occur annually prior to close of the spring semester, or as 
necessary per provisions of Article IV, Section 3. 


(b) Officers will be elected by majority vote during a meeting of active members. 


(c) Meeting date, time, and procedure will be determined 14 calendar days prior to the 
meeting. At that time, election details will be available through the incumbent president, 
acting replacement for the incumbent president, or the faculty advisor. 


(d) Incoming officers assume all powers and responsibilities immediately upon 
completion of 
the election.
(e) Length of term of office will last until graduation of the officer or by resignation/impeachment. 
Section 4: Officers may be replaced or removed upon the following conditions:


(a) Automatically upon election of replacement officers per Article IV, Section 3, Clause 
D. 


(b) Notice of resignation submitted by the resigning officer to any other officer. 


(c) Submission of article of impeachment against an officer by the majority of remaining 
officers and ratification by a 2/3 majority vote of active members to be held per 
provisions of Article IV, Section C, Clause C. 

(d) The person who is impeached is allowed to speak and be present during the final vote.


(e) Examples of impeachment offenses include, but are not limited to: 

-Failure to fulfil duties required by position of office.

-Disagreement on Biblical Principles outlined in Amendment I.
(f) Upon the impeachment of an officer, the officer’s position is immediately filled by appointment by the current president.

Section 5: Officers may be replaced by the following procedures:

(a) Vacant positions may be filled by an election as per Article IV, Section 3, Clauses B to D.
Article V: Advisors 

Section 1: Duties 


(a) Provides an official liaison between Students for Campus Fellowship and Iowa State 
University. 


(b) Approves on-campus activities of Students for Campus Fellowship.

(c) Approves financial transactions per Article VI.

Section 2: Appointment 


(a) The advisor is appointed by the president annually prior to the close of the spring 
semester or as deemed necessary. 

Article VI: Finances 
Section 1: 

Students for Campus Fellowship operates on funds from Stonebrook Community Church, as well as fundraising events where goods and/or services are exchanged. If Students for Campus Fellowship is dissolved, all monies shall be returned to Stonebrook Community Church. No dues will be collected. 

Section 2: 

All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 48 hours after collection. The Adviser and treasurer to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment. 
Article VII: Amendments and Ratifications 
Section 1: 

Amendments may be submitted by unanimous majority of officers. Any submitted amendments must be approved by a 2/3 majority vote of active members per Article IV, Section 3, Clause C. 

Section 2: 

Ratification of this constitution may occur via majority vote of officers. 

Section 3: 

Amended constitution will be submitted within 10 days to Student Activities Center for approval. 

Ratified constitutions must be submitted to Student Activities Center within 10 days for final approval.

Amendment I: Statement of Faith 

Section I: The Scripture 

The sole basis of our beliefs is the Bible, the 66 books of the Old and New Testaments. It was uniquely, verbally, and fully inspired by the Holy Spirit and was written without error in the original manuscript. It is the supreme and final authority in faith and life in every age. 

Section 2: God 

There is but one God, infinite in power, wisdom, justice, goodness and love, Creator of the universe, eternally existing in three persons—Father, Son and Holy Spirit—each of whom possesses all the attributes of Deity and the characteristics of personality. 

Section 3: Man 

God created man in His own image, and man as he was originally created, was innocent before God. But man chose to sin by disobeying God, and therefore was alienated from his Creator and came under divine condemnation. Thus all human beings are born with a corrupted nature and without spiritual life, and are totally incapable of pleasing God in and of themselves. 

Section 4: Jesus Christ 

God the Father, by His own choice and out of love for sinful men and women, sent Jesus Christ into the world to reconcile sinners to Himself. Jesus Christ was conceived by the Holy Spirit and born of a virgin. He was God in the flesh, both true God and true man. Jesus Christ lived a sinless life and voluntarily suffered and died as our substitute to pay the penalty for our sins, thus satisfying God’s justice and accomplishing salvation for all those who trust in Him alone. He rose from the dead in the same body, though glorified, in which He lived and died. He bodily ascended into heaven and sat down at the right hand of God the Father, where He, the only mediator between God and man, makes intercession for His own. He will return to earth personally, visibly, and bodily to judge all men and establish His kingdom. 

Section 5: Salvation 

Men and women are freed from the penalty for their sins not as a result, in whole or in part, of their own works, goodness, or religious ceremony, but by the undeserved favor of God alone. God declares righteous all who put their faith in Christ alone for their salvation. 

Section 6: The Holy Spirit 

The Holy Spirit has come into the world to reveal and glorify Christ, to convict men and women of their sins, and to impart new life to all who place their faith in Christ. He indwells believers from the moment of spiritual birth, seals them until the day of redemption, and empowers them to live a life pleasing to God. 

Section 7: Assurance 

All who are born again of the Spirit can be fully assured of their eternal life from the very moment they put their faith in Christ. This assurance is not based on any kind of human merit, but upon the fact of God’s election, upon Christ’s complete payment for our sins, and upon the indwelling of the Holy Spirit, whom is the deposit guaranteeing our inheritance. 

Section 8: The Resurrection of the Dead 

At physical death, the believer enters immediately into eternal, conscious fellowship with the Lord and awaits the resurrection of his or her body to everlasting glory, and blessing. At physical death, the unbeliever enters into eternal, conscious separation from the Lord and awaits the resurrection of his or her body to everlasting suffering, judgment, and condemnation. 

Section 9: Baptism and the Lord’s Supper 

Jesus Christ has instructed those who believe in Him to be baptized in water as a symbol of their new birth in Christ. Baptism is only for those who have personally believed in Christ. Our practice is to baptize by immersion. The Lord also instituted the Lord’s Supper as a remembrance of His suffering, death, and resurrection. Neither baptism nor the Lord’s Supper has any merit in helping a person obtain eternal life. 

Section 10: The Church 

All true believers make up the church worldwide and should assemble together in local churches for worship, prayer, fellowship, and teaching, in order to become conformed to the image of Christ and to become equipped to carry out the „Great Commission‟ that Christ gave His followers in Matthew 28:19-20
