Article I: Name


The name of this organization shall be the Tir Asleen Medieval Combat Society (from now referred to as TAMCS). It is made up mostly of students, and was formed by students about 7 years ago. It is related to Iowa State University by being based on campus and the student body.
Article II: Purpose & Goals

Section One: 
TAMCS is a chapter of the Belegarth National Medieval Combat Society (BMCS), and therefore has the same purpose and goals. BMCS is an organization dedicated to providing an environment where participants can safely participate in full-force medieval combat. BMCS promotes artistry and research in pre-1600s cultures as well as in the medieval fantasy genres. It is a community where respect for others is the standard. It recognizes the commitment of those dedicated to serving our community. 

Section Two: 
Tir Asleen Medieval Combat Society abides by and supports established Iowa State Univeristy policies, State, and Federal Laws.

Article III: Membership


Membership shall be open to all registered students at Iowa State University, and to members of the Ames community. 

Article IV: Officers


Tir Asleen Medieval Combat Society shall be governed by the War Council. One seat will be held by the President, and the remaining four will be held by members. You must be a member to run for a seat. There will be a one week campaigning period after which the votes will be tallied. The people with the four highest totals will win seats. Only members are allowed to vote. One week before the completion of the term there will be an election to fill the next terms seats. Council members may run for consecutive terms.
The secretary and treasurer shall be selected from the council members by a general election. After the council has been elected, there will be another general election to determine the secretary and treasurer. There will be a one-week campaigning period, at the end of which the person with the most votes for a particular position will win. In the event of a tie, there will be another election period taking four days.
The advisor will be chosen every year by general election by members.

The term of office for both officers and the advisor will be one full year (March to March). All officers shall comprise the War Council of Tir Asleen. The War Council shall meet in addition to regular organization meetings. 
The officers of this organization must meet the following requirements:

(a) Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum cumulative GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election, the semester of election and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.
(b) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registrations Requirement) during their term of office.
(c) Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b). 
Officer Duties:

1. The President

a. Preside over the council and act as chairperson

b. Represent organization on campus

c. Ensure that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by Iowa State University and Student Activities Center

d. Handle all daily business not specifically delegated to another postion

e. Leader of realm for inter-realm dealings

2. The Secretary

a. Maintain an accurate record of all organization meetings and post for members

b. Correspond when necessary with University administration and other recognized organizations

c. Tally votes and update the Realm’s handbook

3. The Treasurer

a. Keep record of Realm’s funds

b. Collect dues

c. Arrange fundraising opportunities for the organization

d. Cosign organization checks along with Adviser

e. Association in conjunction with the President

4. The Advisor


a. Ensure that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by Iowa State University and Student Activities Center.


b. Awareness and approval of financial expenditures

c. Maintain communication with officers

Officers or advisor may be removed from office by ½ vote of the other officers and ¾ of the general membership if actions are deemed inappropriate by the membership. The officer is permitted to speak before the War Council and the general membership about the charges made concerning his/her performance. The officer is not permitted to participate in the deliberation of the War Council regarding the charges. If an officer or advisor is removed, then elections will immediately be held, in the manner described above, to replace them, and the appointed person will finish the term of office. 
Article V: Finances

All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organization Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office. All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment. 
TAMCS has established dues of $5.00 per semester. Paying dues is not required, but allows members to wear the logo of TAMCS and receive benefits from university funding. Dues shall be paid by the 4th week of the semester, or for new members, the 4th week after they join. The treasurer shall be in charge of collecting dues and depositing them. 

If the organization of TAMCS is dissolved, any remaining funds shall be donated to BMCS. 

Article VI

This constitution may be amended and subsequently ratified at any time, with the unanimous approval of the President and War Council, and a simple majority of the membership. Members will be given two weeks to consider amendments. Ratified amendments to this Constitution must be submitted to the Student Activities Center within ten (10) days.
