· Article I Name 

The name of this organization shall be Recreation and Stress Relief Committee (RSR) at Iowa State University.
· Article II Purpose & Goals 

       Section One: The purpose of RSR shall be to provide fun and recreational events and opportunities for students, staff, and faculty in the College of Veterinary Medicine. Our goals are to fulfill our purpose.
The Recreation and Stress Relief Committee abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal Laws.

· Article III Membership 

“Membership shall be open to all registered students at Iowa State University in the College of Veterinary Medicine”.  The Recreation and Stress Relief Committee is open to registered students at Iowa State and does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability or status as a U.S. Veteran.
· Article IV Officers 

ELECTION OF OFFICE

(a) There will be a minimum of two students from the current VM1, VM2, and VM3 class.  Members will be elected by their student body, or can become members through the current committee. Officers are nominated and then elected by a majority hand vote. Elections will be held at the end of the spring semester. 
      REMOVAL OF OFFICERS OR ADVISORS

(b) Officers or advisers may be removed from office by ½ vote of the other officers and ¾ of the general membership if actions are deemed inappropriate by the membership. The officer is permitted to speak before the Executive Committee and the general membership about the charges made concerning his/her performance. The officer is not permitted to participate in the deliberation of the Executive Committee regarding the charges.
REPLACEMENT OF AN OFFICER
(c) If an officer or adviser is removed the replacement procedure is the same as the election procedure described in Article IV.  It shall take place at the first meeting following the removal of the previous officer/adviser. 
TERM OF OFFICE

The term of office will be one year for president, treasurer. 
“The officers of this organization must meet the following requirements: 

(d) Have a minimum cumulative grade point ratio (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For veterinary professional  students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration. 

(e) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office. 

(f) Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b)." 

EXAMPLE OFFICER DUTIES

1. President

· Preside over all meetings
· Maintain communication with organization adviser

· Liaison between fellow student organizations 

· Oversee all appointed committees

2. Treasurer

· Maintain accurate record of organization transactions

· Develop organization budget 

· Cosign organization checks along with the Adviser

· Arrange fundraising opportunities for the organization

· Solicits additional funding if needed from the Student Government

3. Adviser

· Maintain communication and meet with officer(s) regularly

· Awareness and approval of financial expenditures

· Attend class meeting when available

· Provide wisdom and guidance to the class

· The term of the adviser will be one full year (from August to August).The adviser will be selected by the officers and then voted on by the general membership.  A majority vote is needed for an adviser to be selected.
· Article V. Finances: 
"All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 48 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment. There are no dues required." 

· Article VI. Amendments & Ratification 
This constitution will be ratified by a two-thirds majority vote of members in attendance after members are given the opportunity to review the constitution.

Amendments will be passed by a two-thirds majority vote of the members who choose to vote.  An amended or ratified constitution will be submitted within 10 days to the Student Activities Center for approval.
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
