Juggling and Unicycling Club Constitution

Article I. Name and Affiliation

Section 1.1 This organization shall be named the Juggling and Unicycling Club. 

Section 1.2 The unofficial titles “JUCISU” and “Juggling and Unicycling Club” will also be used when appropriate.

Section 1.3 The Juggling and Unicycling Club is supported and funded by Iowa State University.

Section 1.4 The Juggling and Unicycling Club abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal Laws and follows local ordinances and regulations. The Juggling and Unicycling Club agrees to annually complete President’s and Treasurer’s Training.”

Section 1.5 
Article II. Purpose and Objectives

Section 2.1 The purpose of the Juggling and Unicycling Club is to learn, teach, and promote juggling and unicycling.

Section 2.2 The objective if the Juggling and Unicycling Club is to enhance the individual and the community.

Article III. Membership

Section 3.1 Membership in the Juggling and Unicycling Club shall be open to everyone.  This club shall abide by the Iowa State University non-discrimination affirmative action policy.
Section 3.2 The Juggling and Unicycling Club is open to registered students at Iowa State and does not discriminate on the basis of race, ethnicity, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, genetic information, pregnancy, physical and mental disability or status as a U.S. Veteran. 
Section 3.3 Anyone who is not affiliated with Iowa State University may still be a member of the Juggling and Unicycling Club.

Section 3.4 Membership dues are $10 per semester, or $20 per year.

Section 3.5 Only members of the Juggling and Unicycling Club may borrow juggling equipment.

Section 3.6 The Juggling and Unicycling Club will abide by Iowa State University rules and regulations, state and federal laws.

Article IV. Elections and Officer Requirements

Section 4.1 The officers of this organization must meet the following requirements:

(a) Have a minimum cumulative grade point ratio (GPA) as stated below and meet the minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.

(b) Be in good standing with the university enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters. During the term of office, and at least degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term in office.

(c) Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b).

Section 4.2 Elections of officers will take place at a regular club meeting at the end of the Iowa State University spring semester during the first week of April.
Section 4.3 All elections will be taken by a hand vote and will be determined by a simple majority. In the case of a tie, a revote shall be taken after discussion. If there is still a tie, the president will make the final decision.

Section 4.3 It is the duty of current officers to ensure that all members of the club are aware of any votes or elections seven (7) days beforehand.

Section 4.4 All new officers will be officially installed at the end of each spring semester and will hold office for one (1) year.
Section 4.5 Anyone who will meet the requirements in Section 4.1 by the time they will begin to hold office may be a candidate for election as an officer.

Section 4.6 Any officer may be removed/impeached by a 2/3 vote of members during a regular meeting during the current semester. This can be due to neglect, abuse of power or spending, or any form of discrimination. The officer in question may be present and argue their case but will not participate in the vote.
Section 4.7 In the event an officer resigns, the other officers may accept the duties of the resigned officer by changing their own official status or temporarily rearranging their duties. A special vote may also be taken to add another officer.

Section 4.8 If there is any form of vacancy, regular voting procedures will take place at the next in-person meeting.
Article V. Duties of Officers

Section 5.1 The President shall lead the club, ensure it is in line with the constitution, and make all final decisions when no vote is necessary.

Section 5.1a The President is responsible for the following risk management:

· Help minimize potential risk for club activities.

· Recommend risk management policies or procedures.

· To submit documentation to ISU Risk Management Office.

· To ensure proper waivers and background checks are on file with Risk Management for events (if applicable).
Section 5.3 There will be two co-Vice-Presidents, each addressing specific concerns of juggling or unicycling.  The duties of each co-Vice President will involve assisting and advising the President.
Section 5.4 The Treasurer shall keep track of finances, collect membership dues, assess possible purchases, and prepare financial forms for purchases.

Article VI. Advisor(s)

Section 6.1 The Advisor(s) shall ensure that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by Iowa State University and the Student Engagement.

Section 6.2 The advisors will be appointed by the current officers shortly after their own election.

Section 6.3 The advisor’s term of service will be determined at their leisure. 

Section 6.4 If impeachment or removal is necessary, follow the standard officer impeachment/removal procedure. (Section 4.6)
Article VII. Finances

Section 7.1 All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organization Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after collection. The adviser to this organization must approve and sign any expenditure before payment.

Article VIII.  Amendment and Ratification
Section 8.1 This constitution may be amended and subsequently ratified at any time, with the unanimous approval of the President, Vice President, and Treasurer and with a simple majority of the membership, not counting abstainers by 2/3 vote. Members will be given one week to consider amendments. Ratified amendments to this Constitution must be submitted to the Student Engagement within (10) days.
