Article I Name
The name of this organization shall be Health Promotion Club

Article II Purpose and Goals

Section A: The purpose of this organization is to encourage healthy living among the campus and community while providing students with an opportunity to practice what they have learned in the classroom and gain knowledge in relevant health topics. This purpose should  be obtained by working jointly with the Campus Community Partnership for Health as well as independently to inform the campus and the community about health related topics and grow our knowledge as students.
Section B:  Health Promotion Club abides by and supports established Iowa State University policies, State and Federal Laws.
Article III Membership

Membership shall be open to all registered students at Iowa State University Members are required to attend organization meetings regularly and actively support Health Promotion Club projects and initiatives.  Membership may be revoked by two-thirds (2/3) majority of the officers for action deemed inappropriate by the membership.

Article IV Officers

Section A : Election of officers shall require a majority vote from the general membership.  Every year, the cabinet is elected at the spring picnic which will be held on the last scheduled meeting of the spring semester.  Any candidate for President must have served previously as an officer.  If no previous officer declare candidacy for President, the current officers shall nominate candidates from among the general membership.  Elected members shall serve a year term.

The Officers of this organization shall meet the following requirements:

1. Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum cumulative GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half‐time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration. 

2. Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office. 

3. Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b).

· Serve as  the student representative for IASOPHE and/or IPHA
· Adviser

· Maintain communication and meet with officer(s) regularly

· Awareness and approval of financial expenditures

· Ensure that the organization is operating in conformity with the standards set forth by Iowa State University and Student Activities Center

Section C

Officers or Advisers may be removed from office by ½ vote of the other officers and ¾ of the general membership if actions are deemed inappropriate by the membership. 
Article V Finances

Section A All transactions through this organization shall be handled by the organization treasurer in accordance with the below statement. In the happenings that this organization was to dissolve all current funds will be used to pay outstanding debts and then turned over to the Iowa State University Kinesiology Department 

All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 24 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment.

Section B ‐ We will operate without membership dues unless voted necessary by ¾ of the membership. Dues shall not exceed $30.00.
Article VI Amendments & Ratification

This constitution may be amended and subsequently ratified at any time, with the unanimous approval of the President, Vice President, and Treasurer and with a simple majority of the membership, not counting abstainers. Members will be given one week to consider amendments. Ratified amendments to this Constitution must be submitted to the Student Activities Center within (10) days.
