Iowa State University Nordic Ski Club Constitution

July 2010
Nordic Ski Club will abide by Iowa State University rules and regulations, state and federal laws.  
Article I- Name


The name of the organization is the Nordic Ski Club (hereafter referred to as NSC).

Article II- Affiliations


NSC is a student organization registered with Iowa State University through the Student Activities Center of the Dean of Students Office.  NSC is a member of the ISU Sports Club Council (SCC).

Article III- Purpose


NSC promotes the sport of Nordic Skiing and provides opportunities to those skiing competitively and recreationally.

Article IV- Membership

Membership is open to anyone in the Ames area with a desire to promote Nordic Skiing. Different categories of membership and associated membership dues and fees may be specified in the By-Laws.  Members must pay the appropriate dues and fees and have some involvement in the clubs activities. 

The Nordic Ski Club is open to registered students at Iowa State and does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, age, religion, national origin, sexual orientation, gender identity, sex, marital status, disability or status as a U.S. Veteran.  
Article V- Officers


All officers must be currently registered students.  Terms of office for all officers will begin with the end of University Courses and finish the following year at the same point.  Officers are limited to 2 years in the same position. 
The President shall call and preside over all meetings.  The President shall have the deciding vote in case of a tie vote on any legislative matter.


The Secretary shall keep minutes for meetings, records of club events and membership records. 


The Treasurer shall handle all financial matters and shall be responsible for keeping all financial records. 

All officers must:

(a) Have a minimum cumulative grade point average (GPA) as stated below and meet that minimum GPA in the semester immediately prior to the election/appointment, the semester of election/appointment and semesters during the term of office. For undergraduate, graduate, and professional students, the minimum GPA is 2.00. In order for this provision to be met, at least six hours (half-time credits) must have been taken for the semester under consideration.

(b) Be in good standing with the university and enrolled: at least half time (six or more credit hours), if an undergraduate student (unless fewer credits are required to graduate in the spring and fall semesters) during the term of office, and at least half time (four or more credits), if a graduate level student (unless fewer credits are required in the final stages of their degree as defined by the Continuous Registration Requirement) during their term of office.

(c) Be ineligible to hold an office should the student fail to maintain the requirements as prescribed in (a) and (b)."

Article VI – Adviser
The Adviser shall communicate regularly with the officers in order to be aware and approval of financial expenditures, travel plans, practices, etc. The term of the adviser will be one full year from May to May. The adviser will be selected by the officers and then voted on by the general membership. Election shall be by a simple majority of the voting members present at the meeting plus those who have cast email or written ballots before the meeting.
Article VII- Meetings/Practices

The club shall have business meetings once every month, as called by the President, during the regularly scheduled practices of the club.  Special meetings or clinics at other times may be called by the President.  All votes will pass with a majority vote.  Practices will be held once a week throughout the year.
Article VIII- Finances

All monies belonging to this organization shall be deposited and disbursed through a bank account established for this organization at the Campus Organizations Accounting Office and/or approved institution/office (must receive authorization via Campus Organizations Accounting Office). All funds must be deposited within 48 hours after collection. The Adviser to this organization must approve and sign each expenditure before payment.

Article IX- Amendments


Amendments to this constitution must be approved by a 2/3 majority vote of the present voting membership at a regular meeting or a special meeting called by the President.  All members must be notified in advance of the agenda.  Amendments must be read at a minimum of one meeting before the meeting at which the vote occurs.

Article X- Ratification

Ratifications of this Constitution and By-laws will be by a 2/3 majority approval vote of the present student members of the club after at least 3 meetings of the club after the beginning of the fall semester of 2010.

ISU Nordic Ski Club By-Laws
July 2010
Article I—Membership


Membership is open to anyone who supports the objectives of the club, participates in the activities of the club, pays dues and other fees, and represents the club and Iowa State University in a positive manner.  Members may resign from the club at any time, but dues and fees are not refundable unless approved by a vote of the club.  Members may be expelled from the club by majority vote of the voting membership for nonpayment of fees and dues within 60 days of the time they are due, for continued failure to perform an equitable share of assigned duties, and/or for failure to maintain high standards of sportsmanship and civil behavior.  Anyone participating on a regular basis must join the club and pay appropriate dues and fees.

Article II- Dues and Fees 
Basic membership dues shall be $20 per year.  Additional fees may be charged for different levels of tournament competition to reflect the varying number of tournaments, entry fees, travel costs, etc.  The Executive Board shall establish appropriate fees each year.  In the event of a non-student member additional fees will be addressed and an amendment will be voted on.  This additional fee reflects the lack of payment of student fees to the Government of the Student Body.  Failure to pay dues will result in suspension of participation and club activities until paid.
Article III- Executive Board 

The Executive Board shall comprise the officers of the club.  The Executive Board shall meet as needed to plan activities of the club, plan meetings, plan the club budget, and discuss other club business.
Article IV-Committees 


The club shall have special committees throughout the year, which will be decided and appointed by the President. These committees with be responsible for events, competitions, fundraising, etc.
Article V- Vacancy

A vacancy in an officer position shall be filled in a timely fashion via a special election.  Nominations will be taken for at least one week before the meeting at which the election is held.  Election shall be by a simple majority of the voting members present at the meeting plus those who have cast email or written ballots before the meeting.
Article VI – Elections


Election of officers shall take place at the end of the spring semester. Nominations will be taken for at least one week before the meeting at which the election is held. Election shall be by a simple majority of the voting members present at the meeting plus those who have cast email or written ballots before the meeting.
Article VII – Removal of Officers or Adviser


Officers or advisers may be removed from office by ½ vote of the other officers and ¾ of the general membership if actions are deemed inappropriate by the membership. The officer is permitted to speak before the Executive Committee and the general membership about the charges made concerning his/her performance. The officer is not permitted to participate in the deliberation of the Executive Committee regarding the charges. 

Article VIII - Amendments 


Amendments to the By-Laws must be approved by a 2/3 majority vote of the members present at a regular meeting or a special meeting called by the President plus those who have voted by email or written mail before the meeting.  All members must be notified in advance of the agenda.  Amendments must be read at a minimum of one meeting before the meeting at which the vote occurs.
